Kilka
z najstynniejszych zamkéw tego typu zostato zbudowanych na pétnocy
kraju w XIII i XIV w. przez Zakon Krzyzacki. Byly to olbrzymie bu-
dowle obronne o regularnych ksztattach, zazwyczaj wzniesione na planie
czworoboku. Na poludniu kraju mozna zwiedza¢ zamki wedrujac Szla-
kiem Orlich Gniazd. Zobaczymy wtedy kilkanascie zamkéw obronnych
z XIV i XV wieku znajdujacych si¢ na skatach w okolicach Krakowa i
Jury Krakowsko-Czgstochowskiej. Na wschodzie kraju, bogata szlachta
i magnateria budowala obronne fortece. W XVI wieku budowano lub
przebudowywano zamki w style renesansowym. Dobudowywano nowe
skrzydfa, a pomieszczenia mieszkalne byly wicksze. Zamki nadal mia-
ty petni¢ rol¢ obronna, ale byly unowoczesnione i fadniej wyposazone.
W drugiej potowie XVIII wieku zamki utracily funkcj¢ obronng. Ary-
stokracja zaczela budowaé palace i dwory. Z powodu burzliwej historii
Polski, wiele zamkéw zostato zniszczonych. Niektére z nich przebudo-
wano pézniej w stylu neoklasycznym. Duzo zamkéw bylo opustosza-
tych, gdyz whasciciele nie mieli rodkéw na ich utrzymanie.

XI wiek

Pochodzenie i historia

Poczatki wawelskiej rezydencji polskich wladcéw wiaza si¢ z kamien-
na wezesnoromarnska budowla, zwang palatium, z okoto potowy w. XI,
ktérego pozostatosci tkwia w péinocnym skrzydle obecnego zamku.
Z czasem siedzibg ksiazeca na wzgdrzu rozbudowano w kierunku
wschodnim. Byt to, wraz z katedra, tzw. zamek wyzszy (w zamku ,niz-
szym” powstalo miasteczko z domami dworzan, duchownych i inny-
mi ko$ciolami). W w. XIV siedzib¢ wladcy znacznie rozbudowat krél
Wihadystaw Lokietek, a jego syn Kazimierz Wielki stworzyt imponujaca
gotycka rezydencje, skladajaca si¢ z kilku budynkéw skupionych wokét
nieregularnego dziedzirfica we wsch. cz¢sci wzgdrza. Za czaséw Wha-
dystawa Jagielty, na przetomie XIV i XV stulecia, powigkszono zamek
o pawilon gotycki, zw. wieza Duniska i w tym stanie budowla przetrwa-
fa do pozaru w r. 1499. Okolo r. 1504 krél Aleksander Jagielloriczyk
przystapit do przebudowy gotyckiej rezydencji nadajac jej ksztalt rene-
sansowy. W tym celu zatrudnit niemieckiego architekta Eberharda oraz
wloskiego rzezbiarza i architekta Franciszka zwanego Florentczykiem.
Dzielo brata kontynuowat od r. 1507 Zygmunt I zwany Starym. Mistrz
Franciszek, autor kamiennego, ozdobnego wykusza w skrzydle zachod-
nim, przed swa $miercig w r. 1516 wznidst skrzydlo wschodnie i rozpo-
czal budowe kruzgankéw. Dalszymi pracami kierowali kolejno: mistrz
Benedykt, stynny Bartfomiej Berrecci (tworca kaplicy Zygmuntowskiej
przy katedrze), a po jego $mierci w r. 1537 Mikotaj Castiglione i Mate-
usz Wloch. Przy dekoracji wnetrz pracowali rzezbiarze, snycerze

— budowniczowie drewnianych stropéw: Sebastian Tauerbach i Hans
Snycerz oraz malarze, ktérzy zdobili $ciany podstropowymi fryzami
tworzyli krélewskie portrety. Sale i komnaty zamkowe nabraly splen-
doru po zakupieniu przez Zygmunta Augusta wspaniatych arraséw fla-
mandzkich. W w. XVI zamek byt miejscem posiedzen sejmu. Obrady
odbywaly si¢ w Sali Poselskiej, podczas gdy senat zbierat si¢ w sali na-
zwanej z tej racji Senatorska.
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Zamek Krélewski na Wawelu w Krakowie
XI wiek

W nastepstwie pozaru w r. 1595 cze¢éci pétnocnego skrzydia zamku,
Zygmunt III Waza odnowit je w stylu wezesnobarokowym, zatrudniajac
artystéw wloskich: architekta Jana Trevano i malarza Tomasza Dola-
belle. Od czasu, gdy okolo r. 1610 dwor krélewski osiadt w Warszawie,
monarchowie bywali na Wawelu tylko okresowo. Po utracie przez Pol-
ske niepodleglosci, zamek zajeli w r. 1796 Austriacy, dostosowujac go
do potrzeb wojskowego garnizonu. Z poczatkiem XIX stulecia m.in.
zamuro wano kruzganki. Po oddaniu Wawelu Polakom i opuszczeniu
w r. 1911 wzgérza przez okupujaca je armie austriacka, przystapiono
do wieloletniego, trwajacego pét wieku odnawiania krélewskiej siedzi-
by, przywracajac jej w duzym stopniu pierwotny wyglad. We wnetrzach
urzadzono muzeum, a trzonem ekspozycji staly si¢ arrasy Zygmunta
Augusta, rewindykowane z Rosji. W okresie mi¢dzywojennym zamek
pelnit réwniez funkcje rezydencji glowy panstwa.

Architektura i struktura

Pierwszym murowanym budynkiem o charakterze obronnym byla wie-
za, wzniesiona w pierwszej polowie XII stulecia w péinocno-wschodniej
czgsci wawelskiego grodu. Budowe gotyckiej warowni rozpoczeto od
wzniesienia nowego zamku z tzw. Wieza Lokietkowa. Pdzniejsze sta-
dium zalozenia stanowila budowa kamiennych muréw zamku z basz-
ta. Mur podzielit wéwczas teren wzgérza na zamek gérny z rezydencja
panujacego i zamek dolny z katedra, kosciotami, domami biskupéw
i moznych oraz zabudowaniami gospodarczymi. Za panowania kréla
Kazimierza Wielkiego rozbudowano gotycki patac krélewski oraz do-
koriczono wznoszenie katedry. Przystapiono réwniez do prac, majacych
na celu wzmocnienie systemu fortyfikacyjnego poprzez postawienie
obronnych baszt i nowej wiezy o charakterze obronno-mieszkalnym. Za
panowania Kazimierza Jagielloiczyka wymurowano dwie najwicksze
baszty.
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Zamek Krélewski na Wawelu w Krakowie
XI wiek

Obecny wyglad zamku to zastuga artystéw wloskiego renesansu: Fran-
ciszka z Florengji i Bartlomieja Berecciego, ktérzy podjeli prace przy
przebudowie dawnego, cz¢sciowo spalonego ok. 1500 roku, zamku go-
tyckiego. W latach 1502-36 dostawiono do siebie kolejne budowle pa-
facowe, tworzace trzy skrzydla mieszkalne wokél pieciokatnego dzie-
dzifica, zamknigtego od potudnia murem parawanowym. Dziedziniec
ten otoczono bogato zdobionymi trzypigtrowymi kruzgankami. Do ka-
tedry dobudowano kaplice Zygmuntowska. Na przetomie XVI i XVII
wieku przeksztalceniom uleglo pétnocne skrzydlo zamku. Powstata
wtedy reprezentacyjna klatka schodowa, tzw. Schody Senatorskie, oraz
nowe wnetrza. Okoto 1640 rozpocz¢to wznoszenie nowoczesnego syste-
mu fortyfikacji.

Legenda o smoku wawelskim

Dawno, dawno temu, za czaséw panowania Ksigcia Kraka -legendarne-
go zalozyciela miasta Krakowa - nieustannie znikaly mlode dziewczyny,
a nikt z Krakowian nie wiedzial, co si¢ z nimi stalo. Az pewnego razu
okazalo si¢, ze u stop Wawelskiego Wzgdrza w ogromnej pieczarze zyl
straszliwy smok. Porywal on nie tylko bydlo, trzodg chlewna i wszela-
ka zwierzyne, ale jego przysmakiem byly tez mlode dziewczyny. Ksiaze
Krak zatem oglosit: “Kto zabije smoka, dostanie ode mnie p6t krélestwa
i mojga cérke za zong”. Wielu dzielnych rycerzy stawato do walki z smo-
kiem. Zadnemu jednak nie udato si¢ go pokonaé. W koricu mlody szew-
czyk wpad} na wspanialy pomyst! Wypchat skére owcy siarka i podrzucit
pod pieczare smoka. Glodny potwdr zobaczywszy smakowita owieczke
nie zastanawial si¢ dtugo -pozarl ja jednym tchem. Zaraz potem poczul
pieczenie w brzuchu. Z kazda chwilg pieklo go coraz bardziej. Spragnio-
ny pobiegt na brzeg Wisly i poczal lapczywie pi¢ wodg z rzeki. Wypit
jeden tyk, drugi, trzeci, ale ciagle nie mdgt ugasi¢ pragnienia.

Zamek Krélewski na Wawelu w Krakowie
XI wiek

Pit wicc dalej, pit, az pekl! Miasto zostalo uwolnione od straszliwego
smoka, a szewczyk otrzymal od kréla obiecana nagrode i poslubit jego
corke.

Stan obecny

Zamek Krélewski na Wawelu jest muzeum o charakterze rezydengji hi-
storycznej. Celem zamku jest zachowanie zabytkowej substancji Wawe-
lu jako najwyzszej rangi pomnika historii, tradycji kulturowej i religijnej
narodu polskiego oraz elementu dziedzictwa $wiatowego oraz ideowe
odtworzenie przesztosci Wawelu w jej wielorakich aspektach. Gléwna
ekspozycja wnetrz zamkowych obejmuje kilka pomieszczeni parteru,
a przede wszystkim reprezentacyjne sale na II pigtrze patacu. W trzech
komnatach na parterze, stanowiacych apartament wielkorzadcéw kra-
kowskich, zachowaly si¢ renesansowe drewniane stropy. Kamienne
portale zostaly w czg¢sci zrekonstruowane w okresie migdzywojennym;
oryginalne, renesansowe, obramienia drzwiowe zdobia za$ sien w klat-
ce schodowej Poselskiej, taczacej parter z prywatnymi apartamentami
krélewskimi na I pigtrze i salami II pigtra. II pigtro patacu w skrzydle
wschodnim i pétnocnym miesci reprezentacyjne sale.

Pierwotne stropy zostaly zniszczone w czasie pozaru zamku w roku 1702
i w okresie okupacji austriackiej, na poczatku XIX wieku. W trzech sa-
lach, na potudnie od schodéw Poselskich, zachowaly si¢ duze partie re-
nesansowych fryzéw $ciennych (uzupetnione przed II wojng $wiatowa),
a strop wielkiej sali zwanej Poselskg zadziwia 30 rzezbionymi glowami
ludzkimi. Najcenniejszym elementem ekspozycji renesansowych kom-
nat, jedynym zachowanym z ich pierwotnego wystroju, s3 arrasy, utkane
w Brukseli na zaméwienie Zygmunta Augusta w XVI wieku, o tema-
tyce biblijnej, badZ z ornamentem groteskowym oraz z herbami Polski
i Litwy. Sg tu réwniez duzej wartosci artystycznej obrazy i meble wio-
skie, gtéwnie toskanskie, z XVI wieku oraz portrety polskich monar-
chéw. Na terenie zamku znajduje si¢ centrum wystawowo-konferencyj-
ne oraz liczne pracownie konserwatorskie.

Pochodzenie i historia

Opactwo benedyktyriskie w podkrakowskim Tyncu zalozone zostato
w 1044 z fundacji ksi¢cia Kazimierza Odnowiciela, syna Mieszka II.
Pobudowano je na korzeniu starszego grodu, na naturalnie obronnym
wzniesieniu, tuz nad brzegiem Wisly. Pierwszym opatem Tyrica zostal
Aron, pelniacy zarazem funkcje¢ biskupa krakowskiego. Podczas na-
jazdu tatarskiego w 1260 roku obiekt ulegl znacznym zniszczeniom.
Po odbudowie wzgérze ufortyfikowano i obsadzono staly zaloga. Na
terenie opactwa, w miejscu dzisiejszej opatéwki (budynek, gdzie opat
przyjmowal zacnych gosci) wzniesiono zamek. Zamek 6w petnit funk-
cje¢ nadgranicznej warowni do XV wieku. Przesunigcie si¢ granicy pan-
stwa polskiego wplynelo na spadek strategicznego znaczenia budowli,
mimo to wojskowa zaloga krélewska przebywala na terenie klasztoru do
XVII wieku. W wieku XVI zamek przeksztalcono w mieszkanie opa-
ta. Zycie klasztorne skupione bylo w dwéch skrzydtach: potudniowym
i wschodnim. Miescit si¢ w nich kapitularz (miejsce narad i modlitw),
refektarz (jadalnia) oraz kuchnia. Wiek XVII przyniést opactwu znisz-
czenia i dewastacje od Szweddw. Wkrétce jednak klasztor rozkwitl na
nowo. Funkcjonowat tak dobrze, ze z racji swego ogromnego bogactwa
lokalny opat nosit przydomek opata stu wsi. Duzg role odegrat Tyniec w
czasie konfederacji barskiej. Obsadzony przez konfederatéw dwukrotnie
odpieral ataki Rosjan (1771-72),

a zorganizowana przez grup¢ $miatkéw kontrwyprawa na Wawel zakori-
czyla si¢ jego zdobyciem i wzigciem do niewoli rosyjskiej zatogi zamku.
Po pierwszym rozbiorze klasztor trafit w rece wladz austriackich, ktére w
1816 skasowaty opactwo. Kilka lat pézniej w Tyricu osiedlili si¢ biskupi,
ale dos¢ szybko przeniedli si¢ stad do Tarnowa. W roku 1831 zabudowa-
nia klasztorne strawil pozar, w efekcie ktérego zostaly one opuszczone,
a cale zalozenie szybko popadlo w ruing. Przez ponad sto lat tereny opac-
twa pozostawaly niezamieszkane i dopiero w sierpniu 1939, na miesiac
przed II wojna $wiatowa wprowadzilo si¢ do niego jedenastu belgijskich
mnichéw pod przywédztwem ojca Karola van Oost.

W niedtugi czas po wojnie rozpoczal si¢ proces odbudowy historycz-
nego zabytku, ktéry trwa po dzi§ dzien. W migdzyczasie, w roku 1968
klasztor wrécit do godnosci opactwa.

Architektura i struktura

Poczatkowo na wzgérzu dominowato budownictwo drewniane, ale juz
w drugiej potowie XI stulecia wzniesiono zesp6ét kamiennych budowli
z tréjnawowg bazylika romariska, ktdrej fragmenty przetrwaty do dzis.
W pierwszej potowie XIII stulecia zalozenie klasztorne zostato otoczo-
ne kamiennym murem obwodowym z basztami. Wzniesiony, na tere-
nie opactwa, po najezdzie tatarskim, zamek miat prawdopodobnie plan
tréjkata, z jedng wieza nad skarpa wislang. Od strony nieostonictej
przez wspomniany zamek i zabudowania klasztorne opactwo otoczo-
ne bylo grubymi murami, wyposazonymi od wewnatrz w chodnik dla
strazy, blankami oraz strzelnice. Wiek XV przynidst przebudowe za-
fozenia w stylu gotyckim i jego rozbudowe w kierunku potudniowym
oraz zachodnim. Najwazniejszym elementem sakralnym pozostawa-
fa wybudowana w XI stuleciu romanska bazylika, ktéra po kolejnych
przebudowach uzyskala ostatecznie wystr6j barokowy. Po znacznych
zniszczeniach po wojnie ze Szwedami zamek zostal szybko odbudowany
i ozdobiony modng szata barokowa i otoczony nowymi murami,
wzmocnionymi  péiniej

o bastiony. Do dnia

i zmudny proces przywra-
cania zamku i opactwa
do jego dawnej $wietno-
§ci architektonicznej.

Legenda o Walgierzu i jego zonie

Z przedbenedyktyriskiego okresu pochodzi tez legenda o Walgierzu
Wdalym i jego picknej zonie Heligundzie. Ot6z Walgierz, wladca Tyn-
ca, megzczyzna -jak méwiono - przystojny i silny, trafit na dwoér kréla
Francji. Zwrécil na siebie uwage cérki kréla - urodziwej Heligundy. Po-
kochat krélewng z wzajemnoscia. Miat jednak rywala - Arinalda. Doszto
do pojedynku. Béj byt zaciety, ale w koricu pan z Tyrica zwycigzyt. Mto-
dzi wrécili razem pod Krakéw i w Tyncu wzigli $lub. Kiedy Walgierz
wyruszy} na wojng, znudzona Heligunda pocieszenie znalazta przy boku
mezowskiego zakladnika - Wistawa - zamknictego w wiezy. Razem
uciekli do Wislicy. Po powrocie zdradzony malzonek wyruszyt w pogoni
za kochankami. Stalo si¢ wtedy tak, ze malzonka zwabita Walgierza do
tajnego pokoju, gdzie czekal juz Wistaw. Obojgu udalo si¢ zaku¢ tyniec-
kiego moznowltadce w kajdany. Strazniczka Walgierza uczynita Rynge
(siostre Wistawa, podobno szpetng okrutnie). Dziewczyna zakochala sig
w wi¢zniu i za obietnic¢ matzeristwa uwolnifa go. Kochankowie zgingli
z r¢ki zdradzonego meza, a Rynga dozyla w szczeéciu starosci w Tyricu

u boku Walgierza.
Stan obecny

W zamku miesci si¢ opactwo benedyktynskie. Ojcowie Benedyktyni
styna z produkeji naturalnego i zdrowego jedzenia. Mozna sprébowaé
i kupi¢ niektére z ich produktéw, na przyklad suszone owoce, rézne
gatunki miodu, konfitur, herbaty i nalewki. Od roku 1972 na terenie
opactwa organizowany jest festiwal muzyki organowej.

Pochodzenie i historia

Poczatki zamku zwiazane sa z powstaniem w XII wieku kasztelanii lu-
belskiej. Za czaséw Kazimierza Sprawiedliwego zostal wzniesiony na
wzgbrzu gréd umocniony drewniano-ziemnym watem. W pierwszej po-
fowie XIII w. w obrebie gornej cz¢sci zamku wybudowano murowana
wiez¢ obronno-rezydencjonalng (donzon, stolp). Jest to cenny zabytek
sztuki romanskiej zachowany do dzisiaj. Wieza utwierdzita lokalizacje
$redniowiecznego zalozenia i data poczatek murowanej zabudowie zam-
ku. W XIV wieku, za panowania Kazimierza Wielkiego, wzniesiono
murowany zamek otoczony murem obronnym. Z fundacji Wtadystawa
Jagielty gotyckie wnetrza kaplicy pokryto malowidlami bizantyrisko-
ruskimi. Prace ukoriczono w 1418 roku. Dzieki malowidtom, zacho-
wanym do czaséw wspélczesnych, Kaplica Tréjcy Sw. stanowi wybitny
zabytek w skali migdzynarodowej. Zamek, lezacy na krélewskim szlaku
z Krakowa do Wilna, cieszy} si¢ zainteresowaniem i opieka Jagiellondw.
Okoto 1520 r. Zygmunt Stary zapoczatkowal przebudowe zamku na
okazalg rezydencj¢ krélewska, zatrudniajac m. in. wloskich mistrzéw
sprowadzonych z Krakowa. W 1569 roku w murach zamku obradowat
sejm, na ktérym podpisano akt unii polsko-litewskiej — Uni¢ Lubelska.
W XVII wieku, w wyniku wojen, zamek ulegt zniszczeniu. Ocalaly
jedynie najstarsze budowle — kaplica i donzon. W latach 1824-1826,
z inicjatywy S. Staszica i wg projektu S. Stompfa, wzniesiono na wzgdrzu
nowg budowle w stylu neogotyku angielskiego, przeznaczona na wigzie-
nie kryminalne Krélestwa Kongresowego. Funkcje wigzienia zamek pel-
nit przez 128 lat. W latach 1831-1915 bylo tu wigzienie carskie, gléwnie
dla uczestnikéw walk o niepodleglo$¢, m. in. powstanicéw styczniowych
1863 roku. W okresie 1918-1939 obok wi¢zniéw kryminalnych odbywa-
li tu kare cztonkowie ruchu komunistycznego, dzialajacy przeciw pan-
stwu polskiemu. Druga wojna $wiatowa i okupacja (1939-1944) to okres
funkcjonowania wigzienia hitlerowskiego, przez ktére przeszto 40.000
oséb, gléwnie cztonkéw ruchu oporu. Duza cz¢$¢ wigzionych zgingta
w egzekucjach i obozach $mierci.
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Zamek w Lublinie
XII wiek

22 lipca 1944 r., przed opuszczeniem Lublina, hitlerowcy dokonali ma-
sowego mordu 300 wigZniéw zamku. Po wyzwoleniu spod okupagji hi-
tlerowskiej, w sierpniu 1944 roku, zorganizowano na zamku politycz-
ne wigzienie karno-$ledcze, podlegle wladzom sowieckim, a nastgpnie
Urzedowi Bezpieczeristwa Publicznego. W latach 1944-1954 wigziono
tu okoto 35.000 Polakéw, przeciwstawiajacych si¢ komunistycznemu
zniewoleniu. Sposréd 515 wydanych wyrokéw $mierci zycie stracito 333
osoby. Po likwidacji wi¢zienia w 1954 r. i przeprowadzeniu prac remon-
towych zamek przeznaczono na cele kultury.

Architektura i struktura

Zamek usytuowano na wzgérzu i poprzedzono eliptycznym placem
zamkowym. Zalozenie ma charakter regularny, plan prostokata, z pro-
stokatnym dziedzificem wewngetrznym. Obiekt zlozony jest z trzech
skrzydet: zachodniego, pétnocnego i potudniowego, od strony wschod-
niej otwarty na zbocze wzgérza Zamek jest dwukondygnacyjna budowla
wzniesiong w nurcie neogotyku angielskiego o spdjnych i czytelnych ce-
chach stylowych. Fasada gléwna obiektu posiada rzad jednobiegowych,
szerokich schodéw, taczacych wzgdrze zamkowe z eliptycznym placem
podzamcza. Fasada jest symetryczna, 13 osiowa, dwukondygnacyjna
z wysoka attyka i krenelazem. Gléwne wejscie jest wysokie na dwie kon-
dygnacje i jest zamknigte ostrym tukiem. Okna w drugiej kondygna-
qji réwniez sa zakoriczone ostrolukowo. Elewacja zewngtrzna skrzydta
potudniowego wykonana jest identycznie jak fasada gtéwna. Skrzydto
péinocne ma odmienne formy: surowe i kubiczne. Jego mury maja pro-
stokatne okna. Elewacje zamkowe od strony dziedzifica wewngtrznego
sa mniej dekoracyjne. Okna i drzwi sa prostokatne. Skrzydlo zachodnie
w partii przyziemia zamknicte jest kruzgankami. Wieza zamkowa po-
siada 3 kondygnacje nadziemne, mur gruby na 3,4 m oraz wewngtrzna,
spiralng klatke schodowa. Dolne partie budowli wzniesiono z wapienia,
wyzsze z cegiel.
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Legenda o czarciej fapie

Miejscem legendy jest Trybunal Koronny. Byl to rodzaj sadu wyzszej
instancji. Jesli ktos nie byt zadowolony z wyroku sadéw grodzkich, mégt
zhozy¢ apelacje do Trybunatu i liczy¢ na pomyslny wynik rozprawy. Na
to wiasnie liczyla pewna wdowa, ktéra 1637 roku odwolata si¢ od wy-
roku sadu grodzkiego. Sprawa jej nie wydawala si¢ by¢ trudna do osa-
dzenia. Bogaty szlachcic najechat jej domostwo, zagrabil to, co miata
cennego i spalit zabudowania. Kobieta domagata si¢ odszkodowania.
Jednak bogaty szlachcic przekupit sedziéw i wyrok zastal wydany na
jego korzys¢. Kobieta nie poddata si¢ jednak. Ztozyka apelacje do Try-
bunatu Koronnego. Niestety jak si¢ okazalo réwniez tutaj szlachcico-
wi udalo si¢ sedziéw przekupi¢. Znéw wyrok stwierdzal, ze wdowie nic
nie nalezy si¢ z jego strony, ze nie popelnit zadnego przestgpstwa. ,,Na-
wet diabli sprawiedliwiej by osadzili!!"” -wykrzyknela zatamana kobieta
i z placzem wybiegla z Trybunalu. Wieczorem tego dnia stalo si¢ co$
dziwnego... Pod budynek Trybunalu zajechala bardzo pickna, boga-
to zdobiona karoca, z ktérej wysiedli elegancko ubrani panowie. Gdy-
by nie fakt, ze zamiast stép mieli kopyta, nie rézniliby si¢ niczym od
zwyklych ludzi... Weszli do Trybunalu. Na wokandzie znéw znalazta
si¢ sprawa biednej wdowy.
Wezwano $wiadkéw, prze-
stuchano ich. Tym razem
nikt nie $mial klama¢ w
obecnosci tak niezwyklych
sedziéw. Wyrok, ktéry wy-
dali, by} na korzys¢ wdowy.
Szlachcic miat jej odda¢
zagrabiony majatek i wy-
placi¢ odszkodowanie za
wyrzadzone szkody.

Stan obecny

Od roku 1957 zamek jest gléwna siedziba Muzeum Lubelskiego. Jest
ono muzeum wielodzialowym. Zbiory licza obecnie ok. 157 000 ekspo-
natéw. Siedziby muzeum to obiekty zabytkowe wysokiej klasy. W 1998
roku Muzeum wpisane zostalo do Paristwowego Rejestru Muzeéw. W
roku 2001 Muzeum Lubelskie zostalo nagrodzone tytutem honorowym
»~Ambasadora Wojew6dztwa Lubelskiego” w uznaniu za swoja role w
promowaniu regionu lubelskiego w kraju i za granica. Stale wystawy
obejmuja: Malarstwo polskie od XVII do XIX wieku, malarstwo za-
graniczne, polska i zagraniczna sztuka zdobnicza, polskie malarstwo hi-
storyczne i batalistyczne, malarstwo polskie XX wieku, sztuke ludowa
regionu lubelskiego, monety i medale ziem polskich od X do XX wieku,
uzbrojenie polskie i obce.

Na terenie zamku znajduja si¢ pracownie konserwacji zabytkéw pracuja-
ce nad renowacja obrazéw, papieru, skéry, ceramiki i metalu.

Pochodzenie i historia

Wedtug legendy zamek Ksiaz wznidst cesarski rycerz Funkenstein
w 933 roku. Podarowal on swemu wladcy worek wegla, ktéry znalazt
przypadkiem w lesie. Dar mlodego giermka tak zachwycil wladce, ze
szybko awansowat chlopaka i nazwal ,Tym, Ktéry Przynosi Kamienie
Dajace Iskry”. Rozkazat tez odnalez¢ miejsce, z ktdrego giermek przy-
niést wegiel i wybudowad tam obronny gréd, strzegacy odtad czarnego
skarbu. Pierwotnie gmach pelnit rolg straznicy granicznej, usytuowa-
nej przy szlaku handlowym wiodacym z Czech na Slask. W XIIT -XTV
wieku pelnit za$ funkeje centralnego osrodka wladzy ksiazecej. Byt sie-
dzibg ksiazat $widnicko-jaworskich z rodu Piastéw. Pierwsza historycz-
nie udokumentowana wzmianka podaje, ze w latach 1288-91 warownie
w Ksiazu odnowit i rozbudowal ksiaze Bolko I, syn Bolestawa Rogatki
i wnuk Henryka Poboznego. Po wygasnigciu miejscowej linii Piastow
zamek przeszed! we wladanie kréléw czeskich z rodu Luksemburgéw
i Habsburgéw. W latach 1428-29, w czasie trwania wojen husyckich,
zamek zostal opanowany przez rycerzy-rabusiéw i czesciowo zniszczo-
ny. W 1455 roku w murach zamku osiedlit si¢ Hermann von Czettritz.
Jego syn Hans, jak wielu éwczesnych wlhascicieli zamkéw, zajmowal sie
rozbdjnictwem. Ogromng iloscig grabiezy w tamtych okolicach zainte-
resowal si¢ krol czeski Jerzy z Podjebradéw. Wyruszyt on ze zbrojna wy-
prawa na Slask i w czasie tej wyprawy zdobyt i zniszczyt wiele zamkéw,
w tym Ksiaz, ktory splonal w 1463 roku. Przez kolejne lata zamek miat
wielu whadcicieli do czasu, gdy w 1509 roku stat si¢ wlasnoscia Konra-
da I von Hoberg. Jego potomkowie rzadzili zamkiem az do roku 1941.
W tym okresie twierdza byta wielokrotnie remontowana i przebudowy-
wana. W roku 1941 zamek trafit w rece hitlerowcéw. Wickszo$¢ dziel
sztuki i innych cennych przedmiotéw wywieziono z Ksiaza. Zniszczono
i przebudowano pomieszczenia. Zagadka jest przeznaczenie, wybudo-
wanego w 1943 roku, tunelu o dtugosci okoto 900 metréw biegnacego
55 metréw pod zamkiem.

XIIT wiek

Oprécz tuneli znajdowaly si¢ tam réwniez szyby windowe, co moze
wskazywad, ze podziemia pelnily role schronéw przeciwlotniczych. Ist-
nieja tez opinie, ze znajdowal si¢ tam skarbiec III Rzeszy badZ miescita
si¢ tam fabryka zbrojed. Do wigkszosci prac przy budowie tuneli wy-
korzystywano wi¢zniéw pobliskiej filii obozu koncentracyjnego Gross-
Rosen. Zamordowani przez hitlerowcéw, zabrali tajemnice zamku Ksigz
do grobu. Prace na zamku byly prowadzone az do 8 maja 1945 roku,
czyli do dnia zakoriczenia II wojny $wiatowej w Europie. Ograbiony
przez hitlerowcéw zamek, po zakonczeniu wojny zostal zdewastowany
przez wojska radzieckie. Niezabezpieczona twierdza stanowifa fatwy tup
i prawdopodobnie przez 10 lat byla grabiona przez okolicznych ztodzie-
jaszkow. Prace konserwatorskie rozpoczgto dopiero w roku 1956, inten-
sywng renowacj¢ rozpoczeto w roku 1968.

Architektura i struktura

Zamek w Ksigzu byl projektowany i wznoszony w stylu architektury
gotyckiej, renesansowej i barokowej. Znajduje si¢ w nim okoto 400 po-
mieszczenl o facznej kubaturze 150 tys metréw. Wykorzystuje si¢ tylko
jego nizsze kondygnacje. Zamek posiada kilka wiez. Otoczenie rezyden-
Gji stanowia wielopoziomowe tarasy, bedace miniaturami ogrodéw we
francuskim stylu. Oto niektére sale i obiekty: Sala Konrada - dawna
mala sala baletowa, mieszczaca si¢ w renesansowym skrzydle zamku.
Czarny Dziedziniec -wybudowany w stylu neorenesansowym, znajduje
si¢ tam réwniez $ciana herbowa z herbami dawnych whascicieli zamku.
Hall Mysliwski - o wystroju renesansowym i neorenesansowym; Sala
Krzywa - dawny gotycko- renesansowy wystrdj sali zniszczona w czasie
IT wojny $wiatowej; Hall Kasetonowy - neorenesansowy i neobarokowy.

O powstaniu zamku Ksiaz opowiada legenda, wedlug ktérej warowna
siedzib¢ wznidst tutaj cesarski rycerz Funkenstein.

Najwickszy na Dolnym Slasku, trzeci pod wzgledem wielkosci w Pol-
sce i jeden z najwigkszych w Europie zamek zwany Perty Dolnego Sla-
ska. Przedsiebiorstwo “Zamek Ksiaz” Sp. z o. o. powstato w 1991 roku,
a jego zalozycielem i jedynym wiascicielem jest Gmina Walbrzych.
Oferta spétki obejmuje zwiedzanie kompleksu zamkowo - parkowego
dla turystéw indywidualnych i grup zorganizowanych. Ponadto przed-
sigbiorstwo zajmuje si¢ organizacja konferencji naukowych, sympozjéw,
uroczystosci okoliczno$ciowych, bali i bankietéw, targéw oddajac do
dyspozycji gosci zamkowe komnaty. Z ustug przedsi¢biorstwa korzy-
staja czesto ekipy filmowe, wykorzystujac tutejsze znakomite plenery.
W strukturze spétki dziataja dwie wazne instytucje: Centrum Europej-
skie i Ksigzariski Instytut Naukowo - Badawczy. Zajmuja si¢ one inicjo-
waniem projektéw naukowych, publikacja wydawnictw naukowo - ba-
dawczych, organizacja konferencji w zakresie problematyki europejskiej
oraz rozwijaniem wspélpracy migdzynarodowej.

Poczatki Zamku Krélewskiego siegaja XIV w., kiedy to powstata Wie-
za Wielka (dzisiejsza Wieza Grodzka). Pomiedzy 1407 a 1410 Janusz I
Starszy wybudowal pigtrowy gotycki murowany zamek, zwany Dworem
Wigkszym. Rozbudowywany w XVI i XVII w., za czaséw Zygmunta
III Wazy uzyskal ksztatt zamknigtego piccioboku. Byl rezydencja kré-
lewska, miejscem obrad sejmu, centrum administracyjnym i kultural-
nym kraju. Zniszczony w potowie XVII w. podczas wojen ze Szwedja,
powoli odzyskiwal wietno$¢ za panowania Wettinéw. W drugiej poto-
wie XVIII w. artysci zatrudnieni przez Stanistawa Augusta (Jan Chri-
stian Kamsetzer, Marcello Bacciarelli, Dominik Merlini) przebudowali
wnetrza komnat, tworzac Apartamenty: Wielki i Krélewski. W czasie
zaboréw (XIX w.) znaczna cz¢$¢ zbioréw ostatniego kréla znalazta si¢
w Rosji. Po odzyskaniu przez Polske niepodleglosci czes¢ dziet sztuki po-
wrdcila na dawne miejsce. We wrzesniu 1939 r. Zamek zostat zbombar-
dowany, jednak muzealnicy, pod kierunkiem prof. Stanistawa Lorent-
za, zdotali uratowaé niektére elementy wystroju wnetrz i dziela szeuki.
We wrzesniu 1944 r. Zamek zostal wysadzony przez wojska niemiec-
kie. W latach 1945-1970 wladze komunistyczne zwlekaly z odbudowa;
decyzje podjeto dopiero w 1971 r. Fundusze na odbudowe do 1980 r.
zawdzigczano wylacznie ofiarnosci spolecznej. W 1984 r. udostgpnio-
no zwiedzajacym zrekonstruowane wnetrza. Od 1995 r. trwaly prace
nad konserwacja Arkad Kubickiego i rekonstrukcja ogrodéw zamko-
wych. Zakoriczenie tych prac oraz remontu patacu Pod Blachg sfinalizu-
je dzieto odbudowy kompleksu architektonicznego, jakim jest Zamek.
W kwietniu 2009 r., nastapito uroczyste otwarcie Arkad Kubickiego,
ktére staly si¢ nowa, kulturalng przestrzenia na mapie Warszawy.

Architektura i struktura

W 1595 krél Zygmunt III Waza podjat decyzje o rozbudowie zamku na
funkgcje juz nie obronne, ale publiczne. Przebudowe w stylu wezesnego
baroku rzymskiego wykonano w la-tach 1598-1619. W latach 1601-1603
Giacomo Rodondo ukoriczyt nowe skrzydto pétnocne. Pézniej, po 1614
roku, gdy kierownictwo robét objal Matteo Castelli, zbudowano skrzy-
dfo zachodnie (od strony dzisiejszego placu Zamkowego). Na koricu
zbudowano skrzydlo poludniowe. W ten sposéb powstato piccioskrzy-
dlowe wczesnobarokowe zalozenie bedace dzietem architektéw tesyn-
skich. W 1619 ukoriczono budowe Nowej Wiezy Krélewskiej, zwanej
takze Wieza Zygmuntowska, o wysokosci 60 metréw — znajdowata si¢
ona posrodku nowo wybudowanej strony zachodniej zamku o dtugosci
90 metréw. W kolejnych latach, miedzy 1722 a 1723, przebudowano
kolejne sale zamkowe — pod kierunkiem architekta Joachima Daniela
Jaucha utworzono nowa Sale Senatorska, przenoszac elementy wyposa-
zenia starej do nowej lokalizacji, m.in. 60 herbéw polskich wojewddztw,
boazerie, gzymsy oraz lizeny. W okresie 1740-1747 przebudowano fa-
sade od strony Wisty w stylu péznobarokowym. W latach 1818-1821
po wschodniej stronie Zamku powstaly Arkady Kubickiego tworzace
szeroki taras wzdluz fasady saskiej. Po zniszczeniach wojennych, przy-
wrécono zamkowi wyglad sprzed 1939 roku.

Legenda o wywolywaniu ducha Barbary Radziwilléwny

Barbar¢ Radziwiltéwne¢ i Zygmunta Augusta laczylo gorace uczucie,
ktérym niestety nie cieszyli si¢ dlugo. Pobrali si¢ w 1547 roku a wio-
sng 1551 Barbara umarfa w bolesciach na kobieca chorobg. Zygmunt
August czuwal przy niej godzinami podczas gdy dwor nie mégt znies¢
zapachu jaki wydobywal si¢ z jej udrgczonego chorobg ciata. Po $mierci
Barbary, krél pograzyl si¢ w depresji i marzy! by ujrze¢ ja ponownie. Do
wywolana ducha Barbary doszlo w 1569 roku o péinocy.

Obecnie Zamek pelni funkcje muzeum i podlega bezposrednio Mini-
sterstwu Kultury i Dziedzictwa Narodowego. Zwiedzajacy moga podzi-
wiaé: Apartament Wielki, Apartament Krélewski, dawng izbe poselska,
pokoje dworskie, biblioteke krélewska i wiele innych. Na Zamku Kré-
lewskim w Warszawie przechowywane s3 insygnia wladzy Prezydenta
RP: tloki pieczgtne Prezydenta Rzeczypospolitej, Choragiew Rzeczypo-
spolitej oraz dokumenty panstwowe, ktére 22 grudnia 1990 roku Ry-
szard Kaczorowski przekazal Lechowi Walgsie. Na Zamku Krélewskim
przyjmowane sa rowniez oficjalne wizyty i spotkania paristwowe. Kaz-
dego roku Zamek Krélewski w Warszawie zwiedza 500 000 ludzi.

Pierwsza wzmianka o Golubiu pochodzi z 1254 roku stanowit on wtedy
wiasno$¢ biskupéw Kujawskich. Warownia gotycka zbudowana zostata
w latach 1293-1306 na lewym brzegu Drwecy, na miejscu starszego (z
X w.) grodu obronnego. Zamek jako siedziba komturéw krzyzackich byt
polaczeniem klasztoru i twierdzy, w latach 1300-1330 dokonano jego
przebudowy na zamek konwentualny. Podczas wojny trzynastoletniej
zamek zostal przejety przez wojska Zwiazku Pruskiego. Po podpisaniu IT
pokoju toruriskiego w 1466 r. twierdza w Golubiu stala si¢ cz¢scia tzw.
Prus Krélewskich i siedzibg polskich starostéw. W 1611 r. krél Zygmunt
III Waza nadal starostwo golubskie swej siostrze a zamek zyskat zyskata
range letniej rezydencji krélewny. Anna Wazéwna okolo 1623 r. zmie-
nifa zamek-klasztor w renesansowy palac, zast¢pujac architektoniczne
elementy obronne dekoracyjnymi. Przede wszystkim mury zwiericzo-
no otynkowang attyka, a w naroznikach postawiono okragle wiezyczki
nakryte koputkami. Na $cianach elewacji i attyk wykonano technika
sgraffitows figuralne ozdoby. Po $mierci Anny Wazéwny w 1625

zamek pozostal w kobiecych rekach: drugiej zony Zygmunta III Wazy,
krélowej Konstancji, po 1631 r. jej corki — Anny Katarzyny, a w 1638
zony Wladystawa IV. Od 1645 r. zarzadzanie zamkiem przejmowaty ro-
dziny: Szczawinskich, Lubomirskich, Grudzinskich, Denhoftéw i We-
sseléw. Pustoszace caly kraj wojny szwedzkie odcisnely swoje pietno tak-
ze na zamku golubskim, ktéry zostat spladrowany. Dwie XVIII-wieczne
wojny zrujnowaly miasto i zubozyly jego mieszkancéw. W ruing obréci-
ty si¢ mury i zabudowania przedzamcza. Pierwszy rozbiér Polski w 1772
r. odebrat Golub Polsce i wlaczyt go do Prus. Zamek powoli zamieniat
si¢ w ruing, a dziela zniszczenia dopelniat zywiot, w 1842 r. huragan
przewrdcit czegsé¢ attyki wschodniej na dach, wskutek czego zawality si¢
sklepienia az do samych piwnic. W 1867 r. w podobny sposéb uleglo
zniszczeniu skrzydlo pétnocne i cz¢s¢ potudniowego - w tym sklepienie
gotyckiej kaplicy. Na poczatku XX w. przeznaczono wigksza kwote na
niezb¢dne naprawy za sprawg cesarza Wilhelma II.

Od strony
dziedzifca skrzydta obiegaly arkadowe kruzganki. Najpowazniejszych
zmian dokonano w wieku XVII, kiedy przeszedt na wlasno$¢ Anny
Wazéwny. W latach 1616-1623 gotyckie mury uzyskaly, po gruntowne;j
przebudowie, charakter péZnorenesansowej rezydencji. Szczyt muréw
zwiericzono attyka o péznorenesansowych formach. Narozne wiezyczki
kwadratowe zasta-
piono okraglymi, a
w elewacjach prze-
bito nowe, prosto-
katne okna. Po-
waznie zmieniono

o,

tez surowe gotyc-
kie wnetrza, a mie-
dzy ocalalg wieza a
skrzydtem zachod-
nim  wzniesiono
w  miedzymurzu

Zamek ma swoja zjawe - ,bialg dame¢”, a jest nia oczywiscie Anna Wa-
zéwna. Podania opowiadaja tez jak to duch Anny Wazéwny pomégt
wigzniom, ktérych pojmali Szwedzi podczas “potopu”. Wraz z ich wkro-
czeniem do Golubia zakonczyt si¢ szczesliwy okres rozwoju miasta. Po-
czynili ogromne zniszczenia, a na ludzi nalozyli bardzo dotkliwe kon-
trybugje. Kto nie mégt zaplaci¢ byt wigziony i glodzony pod zamkiem,
nie oszczgdzano nawet kobiet i dzieci. Niechybnie wszyscy pomarliby
w lochach, gdyby kobieca postaé w bieli nie pokazata im tajnego przej-
$cia prowadzacego pod Drweca do zamku w Radzikach Duzych. Gdy
Szwedzi zauwazyli ucieczke Polakéw przeszukali caly zamek az znalezli
przejscie w podziemiach i ruszyli w poscig. Gdy uciekajacy styszeli juz
zblizajacych si¢ Szwedéw, ze wzgérza osunal si¢ wielki glaz i wpadl do
rzeki niszczac swoim ci¢zarem podziemne korytarze. Wielu najezdZcow
zginelo, a reszta uciekla z miasta.

Stan obecny

W roku 1967 zakoriczono pierwszy etap prac remontowych i przekazano
zamek miejscowemu oddzialowi PTTK. W Wysokim Zamku znajduje
si¢ muzeum, w ktérym mozna obejrze¢ stare repliki broni. W dawnej
kuchni miesci si¢ restauracja . W roku 1970 udostgpniono zwiedzajacym
pokoje goscinne, a kilka lat temu dodano wygodne apartamenty. Raz
w roku, w pierwszy weekend lipca jest organizowany turniej rycerski.

Kokosz z Brzozowicy. W latach 1326-1342 krél wegierski Karol Robert
dokonat konfiskaty débr Berzeviczych na Spiszu i przekazal je pocho-
dzacemu od Normanéw Wilhelmowi Drugethowi. W roku 1470 zamek
przeszed! w rece rodu Zapolyich a w przeciagu kolejnych szes¢dziesigciu
lat whascicielami stali si¢ Hieronim %aski a nastgpnie jego syn Olbracht.
Kolejnym wlascicielem byl Jerzy Horvath — odkupit on od Olbrachta
juz wezesniej zastawiony zamek. Od 1858 roku zamek w Niedzicy zo-
stat przejety przez wegierski réd Salamonéw. Posiadlos¢ byta whasnoscia
tego rodu do 1945 roku. Odbudowe¢ zamku prowadzono pod opieka
Ministerstwa Kultury i Sztuki i zakoriczono ja w 1963 roku.

Picknie polozony nad Dunajcem okazaly zamek w Niedzicy stoi na stro-
mej skale o wysokosci 566 m npm. Zamek dzieli si¢ na gérny, pochodza-
cy z XIV w., oraz dolny, powstaly okolo sto lat pézniej. Zamek zachowat
si¢ praktycznie w calo$ci. Najwyzsza, a zarazem najstarsza czg$¢ zbu-
dowana z kamienia wapiennego, z wysoka kwadratowa wieza to zamek
gérny. Sklada si¢ on, oprécz wiezy, z kaplicy (widad resztki polichromii),
niewielkiej czg$ci mieszkalnej i malego dziedzirica ze studnia, gleboka
na 90 m. Brama do pierwotnego zamku murowanego z XIV w. pro-
wadzita od poludnia, zachowaly si¢ slady bramy i mostu zwodzonego.
Pod zamkiem gérnym znajdowalo si¢ wigzienie. Zamek dolny, powstaty
na dawnym przedzamczu zamku gotyckiego jest otynkowany. Posiada
w sumie 3 baszty i basteje: narozna i kapliczng oraz bramna. W baszcie
kaplicznej pozostaly resztki po dawnej bramie wjazdowej z korica XV w.
Mury obwodowe zwieficzone s3 renesansowa attyka. Miedzy zamkami
dolnym i gérnym znajduje si¢ zamek $redni z zabudowa mieszkalna.

W XVI w. okolica przeszla w rece wegierskich magnatéw Horvathéw
z Palocsy. Podobno byli oni bardzo srodzy dla ludu, wi¢zienie zamko-
we bylo pelne, a gérale glodowali. Pewnego razu mlody Jan Horvath,
ke6ry wstawil si¢ naktadaniem bardzo wysokich podatkéw na plebanéw
i wigzieniem wielu z nich w zamku zobaczy! na drodze Cyganke tasuja-
ca karty. Zaoferowala mu wrézbe, ktéra Horvath z niechgcia zgodzit sig
wystucha¢. Cyganka powiedziata, ze dzielny ale okrutny jest jego rdd,
a jego zguba bliska.

Ot6z dawno dawno temu zamek zamieszkiwali mlodzi malzonkowie -
ksi¢zniczka Brunhilda i ksiaz¢ Bogustaw. Mimo ze byli w sobie bardzo
zakochani to po pewnym czasie zycie z dala od ludzi i cywilizacji stalo si¢
dla Brunhildy utrapieniem. Zaczely si¢ malzeriskie wymowki i awantu-
ry. Mieszkaricom zamku trudno bylo wytrzymac¢ z wiecznie kl6caca sie
para. Kazano im wigc zamieszka¢ w zamkowej wiezy, gdzie nie bylo ich
stycha¢. Podczas jednej z awantur Brunhilda rzucita w meza porcelano-
wa waza, a ten w ztosci mocno jg odepchnat.

Zatamany Bogustaw, dr¢czony wyrzutami sumienia
dniami i nocami blakat si¢ bez celu po zamku i powtarzal ,Przebacz
mi Brunhildo”. Pewnego razu ustyszal glos dobywajacy si¢ ze studni
»Przebaczam Ci Bogustawie lysy”. Bardzo uradowalo to ksigcia i uspo-
koilo jego duszg. Nie mégt jednak zrozumieé skad wziat si¢ przymiotnik
Jysy” bo sam miat
bujng  czupryne.
Gdy rankiem spoj-
rzal w swoje odbicie
zobaczyt ze po jego
wlosach nie ma
$ladu. Od tej pory
uwaza si¢ ze jedli
kto$§ wyméwi imie
swojej  ukochanej
nad studniag a ma
co$§ na sumieniu,
obudzi si¢ nastep-
nego dnia tysy.

Izbach Paniskich na zamku
gérnym zobaczy¢ mozna: sale mysliwska, izb¢ zupna i izbe strazy. W
muzeum znajduja si¢ eksponaty etnograficzne zwiazane z regionem spi-
skim, kolekcja starych zegaréw, pistoletéw z XVII i XIX wieku, bron
mysliwska i wypchane zwierzgta. Od roku 1996 zamek jest w posia-
daniu duzej ilosci materiatéw zwiazanych z Wegrami. Mozna obejrze¢
mapy Wegier od XVI do
XX wieku, rzezby wegier-
skich kréléw i zamkéw.
Kolekcja jest darem od
Akosa Engelmayera, we-
gierskiego ambasadora w
latach 1990-1995. Jest to
najwicksza kolekcja na te-
mat Wegier poza teryto-
rium Wegier.

Twierdza ta byla siedzibg Zakonu Szpitala Najswigtszej Marii Panny
Domu Niemieckiego w Jerozolimie. Budowe tego najwickszego na swie-
cie gotyckiego zamku rozpocz¢to w roku 1274 z inicjatywy komtura
dzierzgonskiego Hermanna Schoenberga i mistrza krajowego Teodory-
ka Gatirslebe. Jeszcze przed 1280 wzniesiono skrzydlo pétnocne, zwa-
ne pézniej Zamkiem Wysokim. Okolo roku 1300 gotowe byla takze
zachodnia cz¢$¢ zamku. Na péinocy powstato gospodarczo-mieszkalne
przedzamcze, ktére z czasem przeksztakcito sic w Zamek Sredni. Zasad-
niczych zmian dokonano w latach 1330-1334. Przebudowano wtedy
konstrukeje twierdzy, a takze pomieszczenia klasztorne. Powickszono
skrzydto pétnocne, w ktorym do tej pory miescita si¢ kaplica, a na jej
miejscu utworzono kosciét Najswictszej Marii Panny oraz kaplicg $w.
Anny z miejscem pochéwku wielkich mistrzéw. Podwyzszono réw-
niez wiez¢ dzwonnicza, ktdra od tej pory petnilta funkcje wartownicza
i sygnalizacyjna. Na miejscu przedzamcza rozpocz¢to budowe Zamku
Sredniego z rezydencja, przeksztatcona pod koniec XIV wicku w repre-
zentacyjny Patac Wielkich Mistrzéw. Prawdopodobnie wczesniej po-
wstal mur obronny, taczacy Zamek Sredni z Wysokim, natomiast na
péinoc zalozono nowe przedzamcze. W 1410 r. twierdza byta oblegana
przez Wlhadystawa Jagiette. W 1457 roku zamek trafit w rece Kazimie-
rza Jagielloficzyka.

W drugiej poto-
wie XIX w. przeprowadzono
odbudowe warowni. Prowadzo-
ne prace restauracyjne przerwa-
no na skutek zblizajacego si¢
frontu. W czerwcu 1944 roku
dowddztwo wojsk niemieckich
obsadzitlo Malbork oddziatami
SS. W 1945 roku podczas walk

Rezydencja Wielkiego Mistrza- Zamek Sredni zo-
stat zbudowany po przybyciu wladz Zakonu, na dawnym przedzamczu.
Skladaja si¢ na niego trzy skrzydta. Kapitularz, kaplica oraz sypialnia
sa czedcig skrzydia pétnocnego, ktére zostato wzniesione jako pierwsze.
Nastepnie zbudowano skrzydlo zachodnie, zawierajace komnate komtu-
ra oraz refektarz. Cz¢$¢ potudniowa oraz wschodnia zostaly zamknigte
poprzez drewniane magazyny, warsztaty oraz stajnie. W przeksztalco-
nym Wysokim Zamku powstat kosciét Najswigtszej Panny Marii, z por-
talami za sztucznego kamienia, zwanymi Ztota Brama. Sposréd wnetrz
zamkowych szczegdlng uroda odznaczaja si¢ dwa refektarze (letni i zi-
mowy) o wspanialych sklepieniach palmowych. Dzi¢ki wielkim oknom
i kamiennym kolumienkom, zawartym w elewacji osiagnicto niespo-
dziewany w twierdzy efekt lekkosci. Kolej-
nym waznym elementem zamku byla wy-
sunigta na potudniowy zachéd poza obszar
bryly zamkowej wieza obronna, polaczona
z zamkiem, zwana gdaniskiem. Spelnia¢
miala role¢ wiezy sanitarnej oraz ostatecz-
nego punktu obrony. Byla tez punktem
obserwacyjnym w kierunku tworzacego si¢
réwnolegle miasta Malborka.

Dzisiejszy zamek znajduje si¢ na miejscu dawnego grodu Lecbarg nale-
zacego do pruskiego plemienia Pogezandéw. W 1241 roku gréd ten zostat
zdobyty przez Zakon Krzyzacki i przebudowany na warownig ziemno —
drewniana. Obecny zamek powstat okolo potowy XIV wieku, kiedy to
zapadla decyzja o przeniesieniu z Ornety do Lidzbarka gléwnej siedziby
biskupéw warminskich. Budowe nowego zespotu obronnego rozpoczat
biskup Jan Iz Misni. Powstaly wéwczas mury obwodowe i fundamenty
trzech skrzydel. Dzielo kontynuowat jego nastepca biskup Jan II z Stry-
prock, a za rzadéw biskupa Henryka Sorboma budowa zamku zostata
zakonczona. Budowla miaka cztery skrzydla mieszkalne z wewnetrznym
dziedzidicem i dwa warowne przedzamcza. Zasadnicze zmiany wpro-
wadzil biskup Jan Stefan Wydzga. Zbudowal on palac barokowy przy
potudniowym skrzydle, ktéry przejat funkcje mieszkalne. Mieszkato w
nim ostatnich o$miu biskupéw polskich. Dawny zamek pelnit funkcje
reprezentacyjne. Tak uksztaltowany zespét stanowit do 1772 roku cen-
tralny oé$rodek whadzy $wieckiej i gospodarczej na terenie Warmii i ko-
Scielnej w diecezji. Do 1795 roku na zamku lidzbarskim rezydowali jako
biskupi wybitni przedstawiciele kultury i nauki polskiej, m.in. biskup
Ignacy Krasicki. Kolejni biskupi przeniesli swa siedzib¢ do Oliwy, a za-
mek lidzbarski popadat w coraz wigksza ruing. W okresie wojen napole-
oniskich oraz w latach 30. XIX wieku wnetrza zamku zostaly zaadapto-
wane na szpital wojskowy, piekarni¢ oraz koszary. Caly budynek zostat
zdewastowany do tego stopnia, ze kilkanascie lat pézniej naczelne wla-
dze Prus Wschodnich podjety decyzje jego rozbiérki. Na skutek protestu
mieszkaficéw miasta ograniczono si¢ tylko do usuniecia patacu Wydzgi,
ktéry rozebrano na przetomie lat 1839 - 1840. W 1857 roku éwczesny
biskup warminski Ambrozy Geritz zorganizowal na zamku szpital i sie-
rociniec Fundagji $w. Jézefa. Szpital rozwiazano w 1877 roku, natomiast
sierociniec funkcjonowat do 1932 roku. Natomiast juz w 1927 roku w
zamku rozpoczeto kompleksowe prace konserwatorskie i powotano mu-
zeum regionalne.

Niezaleznie od muzeum swa dzialalno$¢ na terenie zamku prowadzit
diecezjalny o$rodek o$wiatowy. W czasie II wojny $wiatowej zamek
przejeta administracja pafistwowa. Niemcy przeznaczyli wowczas nizsza
kondygnacj¢ piwnic na wigzienie dla rosyjskich jedcéw. I pomimo ze
obiekt nie ucierpial bezposrednio od dziatan wojennych, to zbiory po
bylym muzeum ulegly dewastacji i rozgrabieniu. Ocalalg reszt¢ w 1945
roku zabezpieczyto Muzeum Mazurskie w Olsztynie.

Ta wspaniata gotycka budowla chroniona byta murami obwodowymi
i fosami od potudnia i wschodu. W cz¢sci potudniowej zlokalizowa-
no przedzamcze, ktére bylo oddzielone od zamku wiasciwego sucha
fosa. Bryle zamku w narozu pétnocno-wschodnim zdobi wieza wysoka,
a w pozostatych narozach wiezyczki na konsolach. Wschodnie skrzydto
pierwszego pietra lidzbarskiego zamku obecnie zajmuje wielki refektarz,
zwany takze sala sadowa. Wejscie do niego prowadzi z kruzganka przez
renesansowy portal z piaskowca. Z wielkiego refektarza jest przejscie
do znajdujacej si¢ na tym poziomie kaplicy w wiezy wysokiej zamku,
stuzacej niegdys jako kaplica domowa biskupéw. Pomieszczenie nad ka-
plica domowg uzytkowane bylo jako skarbiec. Kaplica zamkowa miesci
si¢ na pierwszym pictrze w czesci wschodniej skrzydia potudniowego.
W pétnocnym  skrzydle zamku miesci si¢ komnata audiencyjna.
W skrzydle zachodnim zamku miescit si¢ maty refektarz, a w czesci
skrzydta zachodniego i potudniowego kapitularz. Piwnice zamku stu-
zyly jako magazyny zywnosci i wigzienie; w ich w czeéci znajdowaly
si¢ réwniez piece do ogrzewania zamku cieptym powietrzem. W po-
mieszczeniach parteru gléwnej bryly zamku znajdowaly si¢: w skrzydle
zachodnim kuchnia, w pétnocnym browar i piekarnia, we wschodnim
magazyny zywno$ciowe, a w poludniowym zbrojownia i szkola dla

chlopcéw pruskich.

Gdy wigzieri wyszedt
z karceru o nazwie “komora zapomnienia” na kruzganki, $wiatlo sto-
neczne go oélepito.

lu zamoznej rodzi-
ny Leszczyniskich.
Ostatnim  whascicie-
lem Zamku z rodu
Leszczynskich byt
Rafat X, ktérego
syn-Stanistaw Lesz-
czyfiski byt krélem
Polski. Zamek w Ba-
ranowie Sandomier-
skim  przechodzit
kolejno w posiadanie
rodzin: Wisniowiec-
kich, Sanguszkéw, Lubomirskich, Matachowskich, Potockich i Krasic-
kich. W 1867r. wystawione na licytacj¢ dobra baranowskie, naby} Feliks
Dolariski. Nastepnie Zamek dziedziczy Stanistaw Dolanski. W posia-
daniu rodziny Dolaniskich Zamek pozostat do II wojny $wiatowej. Po
zniszczeniach dokonanych podczas drugiej wojny $wiatowej, Zamek zo-
stat w latach 1959-1969 odbudowany i odrestaurowany przez Paristwo
pod kierunkiem prof. Alfreda Majewskiego. W 1974 roku obiekt prze-
kazano Kopalniom i Zaktadom Siarki ,,Siarkopol” w Tarnobrzegu.

Wzniesiony przez roéd Leszczyniskich, niepowtarzalny Zamek w Barano-
wie Sandomierskim, jest budowla trzykondygnacyjna. Obiekt zatozony
jest na planie prostokata, z czterema okragltymi basztami w narozach
oraz prostokatna wieza posrodku $ciany frontowej. Trzy trakty miesz-
kalne: od péinocy, wschodu i zachodu, zamknigte $ciang parawanowa
od poludnia, obejmujq wewngtrzny dziedziniec otoczony picknymi
dwukondygnacyjnymi kruzgankami. Wnetrza Zamku dekorowane sa
przez Jana Chrzciciela Falconiego oraz Tylmana z Gameren. Wspania-
ta architekture Zamku uksztaltowana na wzér krélewskiego Wawelu
“Maly Wawel” zawdzigczamy najprawdopodobniej wloskiemu architek-
towi i rzezbiarzowi Santi Gucci’emu. ktéry postanawia zniszczony po
pozarze w 1898r. obiekt odrestaurowad. Pod kierunkiem krakowskiego
architekta Tadeusza Stryjefskigo, przeprowadzono zmiany w rozkladzie
pomieszczen. W tym czasie m.in. w naroznej komnacie parteru, urza-
dzono secesyjna Kaplice. Kaplica zostala ozdobiona imponujacymi wi-
trazami Jézefa Mehoffera oraz ottarzem z wyjatkowym obrazem Jacka

Malczewskiego ,Matka Boska Niepokalana”.

Pierwszym wlascicielem osady z dworem obronnym byt rycerz Jakszyc.
Pragnal on powigkszy¢ swa siedzibg, jednak ze wzgledu na stabe zalud-
nienie okolicy trudno bylo mu znalez¢ sil¢ robocza, tym bardziej, ze
byt skapy i oferowal bardzo skromng zaplatg. Wystal wigc swych ludzi
na daleka Warmie, aby sprowadzili mu jericéw, ktérych bedzie mozna
zaciagna¢ do pracy prawie za darmo. Wyprawa si¢ udala i wkrétce roz-
poczgto budowe nowej rezydencji. Wsrdd jedicéw byla pickna kobieta o
imieniu Auela, ktéra po pewnym czasie zwrdcita uwagg Jakszyca. Za-
czat traktowad ja lepiej niz pozostatych, az w koricu zaproponowal mal-
zenistwo. Auela odrzucifa jednak propozycj¢ , co rozztoscito okrutnego
pana.

Kazat ja bi¢ i glodzi¢. Auela naméwila reszt¢ swoich towarzyszy i razem
postanowili nie tylko zbiec, ale i da¢ nauczke swemu ciemigzycielowi.
Gdy pewnego dnia nadarzyla si¢ okazja, wszyscy uciekli uprowadzajac
takze Jakszyca. Odwdzigczyli mu si¢ tym samym - musiat pracowad jak
niewolnik w grodzie na Warmii. Stopniowo zachodzita w nim przemia-
na, stawal si¢ coraz lepszym czlowiekiem. Wreszcie postanowiono go
zwolni¢. Gdy po latach wrécit do swego zamku, Jakszyc byt innym czlo-
wiekiem i nikogo juz w zyciu nie skrzywdzil.

Legenda o ocaleniu przed szturmem Szwedéw

Byla akurat wigilia, wiec pan zamku Rafat Leszczyriski wyruszyl z da-
rami do obozu partyzantéw Czarnieckiego stacjonujacych w obozie nad
Sanem w czasie “potopu” szwedzkiego. W zamku pozostata tylko cérka
Leszczyriskiego i stuzba zajgta przygotowywaniem wieczerzy. Wtem kto$
krzyknat: “Szwedzi ida!”. Po chwili do zamku zacze¢li wbiega¢ w pani-
ce mieszkaricy Baranowa szukajacy tu schronienia. Mloda Leszczyriska
nie ulekta si¢, rozkazata zaryglowa¢ brame i poszta do baszty, w ktorej
znajdowala si¢ kaplica. Tam zaczela si¢ zarliwie modli¢ przed stynacym
cudami obrazem Matki Boskiej. Gdy Szwedzi przystapili do szturmu
bramy, nakazala otworzy¢ tajne przejscie faczace zamek w Baranowie z
Sandomierzem. Wszyscy udali si¢ do lochu, ale sama Leszczyniska po-
szfa nadal modli¢ si¢ do kaplicy. Wtem w oknie zobaczyta wielkq czarna
chmure, ktéra pokryla niebo. Posypat si¢ z niej kamienny grad, ktéry
wywolal poptoch wéréd Szweddéw. Ich zbroje byly bowiem za stabe, aby
oprze¢ si¢ spadajacym na nich z potworna sitag kamieniom. Najezdzcy
rozbiegli si¢ wigc w poplochu, a zamek i ukrywajacy si¢ w nim ludzie
zostali uratowani. Podczas pasterki wszyscy uroczyscie podzigkowali
Bogu za ocalenie. Podobno ci co stali najblizej mtodej Leszczynskiej wi-
dzieli otaczajacy ja oblok, ktéry znikt po nabozenstwie.

Losy zamku Krzyztopér nie sa do korica zbadane, dlatego przez wie-
ki ta posiadlos¢ okryla si¢ mgla legend. Straszne historie m. in. o du-
chu w husarskiej zbroi pojawiajacym si¢ podczas petni ksi¢zyca, zacie-
kawia zapewne dzieci, natomiast dla starszych znajdzie si¢ tutaj wiele
ciekawostek architektonicznych. Monumentalna rezydencja powstata
na poczatku XVII wieku. Mimo, iz bardzo krétka, historia warowni
jest niezwykle interesujaca. Bylo to kosztowne przedsigwzigcie, ufun-
dowane przez Krzysztofa Ossolifiskiego, ktére wymagalo zatrudnienia
duzej ilosci ludzi. Kiedy w rok po zakoriczeniu budowy umart fundator,
zamek w spadku przeszed! na jego syna Krzysztofa Baldwina. Ponie-
waz byt on bezdzietny, po jego $mierci rezydencja dostala si¢ w rece ro-
dziny Denhofféw, Kalinowskich. Nazwa zamku powstata z polaczenia
dwoch stéw: krzyz i topér. Topér to herb whascicieli, rodu Ossoliniskich,
natomiast krzyz to znak wiary i przywiazania do kosciota. W 1655r.
Szwedzi wkroczyli do Polski. Zajeli réwniez zamek Krzyztopér. Forteca
byla jedna z silniejszych na owe czasy i zdobycie jej szturmem bylo zbyt
ryzykowne. Wojska szwedzkie jednak zajely ja bez walki i okupowaly
az do 1657 roku. Zniszczenia jakich tu wtedy dokonano na dlugo nie
pozwolity uzytkowaéd rezydencji. Zniszczeniu ulegly nie tylko budyn-
ki, wywieziono stad caly bogaty wystréj wnetrz. Dopiero w 1720 roku
najmniej zrujnowana cz¢$¢ zamku zostata zamieszkana przez rodzing
Morsztynéw, a potem Pacéw. Kolejni wiasciciele zrezygnowali z uzy-
wania rezydencji a ogrom zalozenia sprawial, ze remontu z powodéw
finansowych nikt si¢ nie podjat. Ostatni mieszkaricy opuscili ja w 1770
roku. W XIX wieku obiekt stat si¢ wlasnoscig rodziny Lempickich, a
nastepnie do korica II wojny swiatowej Orsettich. Po wojnie zamek stat
si¢ wlasnoscig paristwa i jest nig do dzis. Jednak faktyczna opieke nad
dawng rezydencja magnacka sprawuje Gminny O$rodek Kultury w Iwa-
niskach. Instytut Sobieskiego jest organizacja pozarzadowa, ktéra zmie-
rza do odbudowy Krzyztoporu.

Zamek Krzyztopér jest wzniesiony na planie regularnego pigcioboku
przez co przedstawia rzadki w Polsce typ palazzo in fortezza. Inspira-
cje czerpano prawdopodobnie z siedziby kardynata Farnese zbudowanej
we Wloszech i stanowil on najwickszy tego typu obiekt przed powsta-
niem Wersalu. Patac wraz z gmachem gospodarczym oraz fortyfikacja-
mi zajmowata powierzchnig ok. 1,3 ha o tacznej dtugosci muréw ponad
600 metréw, a jej kubatura wynosita 70 tysiecy metréw kwadratowych.
Gléwng ciekawostka jest powiazanie zamilowania fundatora do sym-
boliki i astrologii oraz uklad przestrzenny budynku patacowego, ktéry
symbolizujac trwanie w czasie rodu Ossoliriskich. Zamek posiadal po-
no¢ 4 baszty, 12 sal, 52 komnaty i 365 okien - analogicznie z uktadem
pér roku, miesiecy, tygodni oraz dni w roku kalendarzowym.

Medieval castles in Europe were built over a period of more than 500
years - from around 1000 AD to 1550 AD. During this period they evo-
Ived from the first wooden castles to spectacular stone structures. Early
castles were built by the Normans invaders who invented the motte and
bailey castles. As their name sug-

gests they had two parts the Mot- ‘”
te and the Bailey. A motte was an R ]

artificial mound, often created by
reshaping an existing hill. Typi-
cally, a wooden keep was placed
on top of the motte, which often
served as the residence for the lord
of the castle. The bailey was an
open area surrounding the mot-
te. It was protected by a wooden
palisade and contained barracks, stables, livestock and other buildings
for storing food, weapons and equipment. The castles were surrounded
by a moat, a deep ditch that was often filled with water. If someone
wanted to get over the moat, someone inside the castle would have to let
down the drawbridge. The drawbridge consisted of a wooden platform
with one hinged side fixed to the castle wall and the other side raised by
rope or chains. The purpose of a drawbridge was to allow, hinder or pre-
vent easy entry into he castle. During the 10th and 11th centuries, lords
began to build much stronger castles out of stone that offered a better
form of defence. A stone keep, square or rectangular in shape, was the
central feature. The Stone Keep would be surrounded by a stone wall
up to 33 feet thick containing turrets for lookouts. In the late 12th and
early 13th centuries European castles became larger and their fortified
areas increasingly complex. Fortifications built to a concentric design
began to appear, inspired from earlier defences such as Roman and By-
zantine forts, with two or more concentric curtain walls. The outer wall
is lower than the inner one and can be defended 13 from it. Beyond the
outer walls, moats and further defenses were often constructed.
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Architecture of European Castles

They were polygonal in shape, with towers at the corners. The towers
would have protruded from the walls and featured arrow slits on each
level to allow archers to target
anyone nearing or at the cur-
tain wall. These later castles
did not always have a keep.
Where keeps did exist, they
were no longer square but po-
lygonal or cylindrical. From
the 16C on changes in society
gradually led to the decline of
the castle. Some castles rema-
ined centers for local admini-
stration and many served as
prisons long after they had
ceased to serve a residential
role. From the 18th century
onwards, there was a renewed interest in castles with the construction of
mock castles, part of a romantic revival of gothic architecture, but they
had no military purpose.

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Life in a castle

The Feudal system

The castle was the heart of a small world
and served a range of purposes, the most
important of which were military, admini-
strative, and domestic. As well as a defensi-
ve structure, a castle was also the private residence of kings and queens
or important noblemen and their families, and the political and admi-
nistrative centre of the surrounding region. During Middle Ages, Castle
life was strictly governed by the Feudal System: a Pyramid of Power.
Thanks to it, the upper nobility class maintained control over the lower
classes. As the church played a central role in medieval society, other im-
portant components of the structure were the leaders of the church.

Pyramid of Power

At the top of the Feudalism Pyramid was the King, who held his land
by ‘divine right, the right to rule granted by God and then passed on
through heredity. The king found it difficult to govern the vast lands he
" . owned effectively, especially because there

e i e was not a quick communication system.

So the king, in order to maintain control

over his lands, formed a sort of con 19
tract with important nobles, by granting

______ & ﬁ them large portions of his land, known
as fiefs or manors. In return, they pled-

5 ﬂ s ﬁ ged their loyalty by swearing to serve and
protect the king. The king also granted

ﬁ h # k t land to less powerful military men, the
knights, who were called vassals and they

agreed to fight for the king in exchange

for their land. The land was worked by the peasants or serfs, who were at
the bottom of the Feudalism pyramid.

The Inhabitants of Castles

There was a range of accomodation in a castle for the range of people
who lived in it. The Lord and the Lady would have had the most com-
fort having private chambers in the keep. The keep was at the heart of
the castle and was the most fortified part having several floors and strong
defences. As well as chambers for the Lord, the keep had a ‘great hall’
used as an office, dining room and dance hall. Below the hall there were
large rooms where the knights and the Lord’s guards would have slept
and eaten. In the underground areas of the Keep there was the dungeon,
a place where prisoners were kept. Within the castle walls there were
also the stables, a large kitchen and the servants quarters. A number of
people with different jobs and titles lived in a castle, from the lord and
his family to the grooms and pages. Soldiers, cooks, blacksmiths, treasu-
rers, chaplains, knights and maids also lived in the castle.
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Life in a castle

Lord

The lord was the supreme ruler over his territory, he had political, judi-
cial and fiscal powers. His duties were many: he had to set up taxes and
laws, oversee the day-to-
day business of the ca-
stle and fief, and make
decisions over punish-
ments and other issues.
Besides this, he had to
serve his king by figh-
ting at his side and pro-
vide lodging and food
for the King and his co-
urt when they travelled
around the country. In
his spare time, the Lord
hunted, hawked and
played chess and other

games.
Lady

The noble lady played
an important part in
the efficiency of run-
ning the estate of her husband and had many duties. She supervised
the upbringing and education of the children, gave instructions to the
servants and kept an eye on her large group of spinners, weavers, and
embroiderers. Additionally, she was often put in charge of the castle in
the lord’s absence. When she was not busy with these activities, she em-

broidered, played board games, talked with her ladies-in-waiting and
read books.
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Life in a castle

Young Noble women

Young noble women were sent away from their home to live with ano-
ther noble family. There they were taught how to sew, read and write
Latin, sing, dance and ride. They also learned good manners, etiquette
and the principles of the Me-
dieval Code of Chivalry and
Courtly Love. These young
girls were expected to act as
assistants to the older ladies
of the castle. Some housewi-
fely duties such as household
management would be tau-
ght, to prepare them for their
duties as a married woman.
Girlhood did not last long,
in fact usually girls were mar-
ried by the time they were fo-
urteen. Marriage for love was
a rare occurrence, marriages
were arranged to bring presti-
ge or wealth to the family of
noble women.

Pages

When the son of a knight or of a member of the aristocracy turned to
seven, was sent to a nearby castle where he was trained as a page by the
Lord of the castle. A page was an attendant to a knight and spent most
of his time wrestling, riding horses and learning how to wield a sword.
The lady of the castle taught the page to sing and dance and how to be-
have in the king’s court.
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Life in a castle

Squires

At the age of 14, young boys became squires. They are placed by the lord
under the guidance of a knight who would teach them about chivalry as
well as how to fight with a spear and a sword or ride a horse into battle.
The knighthood could be attained at the age of 21 when officially beca-

me men.
Knights

Knights were given land by the King or a Lord in return for military se-
rvice. They also protected the Lord and his family, as well as the Manor,
from attack. Although not as
rich as the Lords, Knights were
quite wealthy. Knights trained
in hunting, fighting, and riding,
but also in practicing a courte-
ous and honorable behaviour.
Chivalry ( derived from the
French word chevalier implying
“skills to handle a horse”) was
the main principle guiding a
knight’s life style. A way of de-
monstrating military chivalry
was to own several horses for
distinct purposes and expensive,
heavy weapons. Another sign of
chivalry was the flying of colo-
ured banners, to display power
and to distinguish knights in
bat 27 tle and in tournaments.

Servants and workers

The workers in the castle were expec-
ted to ensure the life of the Lord was
as comfortable and orderly as possible.
The individual roles and duties of the
castle servants and workers are the fol-
lowing:

Atilliator: skilled castle craftsman
worker who made crossbows.
Blacksmith: forged and sharpened
tools and weapons.

Butler: cared for the cellar and was in
charge of butts (bottles) of wine and
beer.

Chaplain: provided spiritual welfare
for labourers and the castle garrison.
Cook: roasted, broiled, and baked
food in the fireplaces and ovens.
Messengers: servants of the lord who
carried receipts, letters, and commo-
dities.

Minstrels: part the castle staff who
provided entertainment in the form
of singing and playing musical instru-
ments.

Watchmen: an official at the castle re-
sponsible for security

Peasant or Villein: worked as an agri-
cultural worker

Servants: worked in the lord’s manor
house, doing the cooking, cleaning, laundering, and other household
chores.
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How life was in a castle

When we think of life inside a medieval
castle, what usually comes to mind is a fa-
bulous place populated by lords, ladies and
knights. In film and in literature, medieval
life seems heroic, entertaining, romantic and luxurious. Actually life
in the Middle Ages was sometimes all these things, as well as harsh,
uncertain, and often dangerous. There was the continuous threats of
invasions and the castle always had to be ready for an attack. If the
lord of the castle found out there was going to be a battle, he brought
more food to the castle in case of a siege. A siege was an army stra-
tegy; the attacking army surrounded the castle to stop supplies from
coming to the castle. Usually a siege only lasted a few weeks and the
attackers lived in tents until the castle surrendered. The medieval ca-
stle initially was a good fortress, but a poor home. It was cold, damp
and dark; its rooms were lighted only by narrow windows, heated only
by the central hearth or fireplace and provided with little furniture. Of
course, the heat was usually saved for the lord and his family, who had
the added comfort of heavy blankets, feather mattresses and fur covers.
Servants, soldiers, and other residents of lesser status usually slept in the
towers, had lighter bedclothes and shivered a lot in the cold medieval ni-
ghts. Even during the warmest months of the year, the castle retained a
cool dampness and all residents spent as much time as possible enjoying
the outdoors. During the 14th and 15th centuries, comfort and luxury
became more important and great changes took place in the castle inte-
riors. Windows were widened and glazed, walls were hung with costly
tapestries like cloth of gold, bourdered with vermilion velvet embroide-
red with roses, floors were covered with thick carpets. The rooms were
smaller, well furnished and heated by large fireplaces. Daytime areas
were separated from the sleeping quarters, kitchen and bathroom were
assigned separate rooms. The medieval castle achieved a considerable de-
gree of elegance and privacy and the life of people who inhabited the
castle became more comfortable and sophisticated.

Daily Life in Medieval Castles

The typical day in a castle started early, at cock crow, when everyone
would get up from bed and begin their daily routine. Servants would

begin to lit the fires in the
kitchen and great hall and
to prepare the day’s meals.
The militia would replace
the night watch at the castle
doors, towers and walls. The
lord and his family would
enter the chapel for mor-
ning mass and then would
have a light breakfast of
bread and drink. After that
the castle inhabitants would
tackle their daily business.
The Lord would attend to
business matters regarding
diplomacy, trade, warfare,
or legal and financial in re-
lation to his land.

The lady of the castle was
served by ladies-in-waiting
and chambermaids. She wo-
uld spend much of the day
overseeing their work, as
well as supervising the ac-
tivities in the kitchen staff
and ensuring stores were
sufficient.

Daily Life in Medieval Castles

Knights and squires would have lessons in fencing and other martial
arts. Children would be given lessons in various subjects: religion, re-
ading and writing, music, dance and hunting. The grooms would be

caring for the horses, the
cooks would be preparing
the days meals, and the
tradesmen such as black-
smiths, carpenters, and
masons would work dili-
gently in the inner ward.

At mid-morning, dinner
would be served. This was
the main meal of the day,
and if there were impor-

tant guests it was a very long and festive event featured by three or four
courses as well as entertainment such as: jokes, stories, and music by
minstrels and harp players. After dinner, everyone would resume the
day’s activities, except for the Lord and the Lady, who would enterta-

in their guests with in-
teresting recreation such
as horse riding, archery,
falconry, or the playing
of chess and backgam-
mon until supper. Supper
would be served towards
sunset and it usually was a
light meal with one or two
courses. After supper there
might be some entertain-

ment - music, dancing, jugglers, acrobats and jesters and then everyone
would retire to bed.

Food and meals

It was lord’s responsibility to feed and look after his people and their fa-

milies. Therefore inside the walls the-
re were places where food was grown.
There were fruit trees as well as plots
with herbs and vegetables. Someti-
mes there were bechives for honey
which was used to sweeten foods and
drinks. There was also a pond that
provided fish to eat. Meat came from
animals that were raised or from
hunting in nearby woods. It was not
possible to grow enough crops to
feed everyone living within the castle
walls so the lord got food from far-

mers living on the area that belonged to him. Due to constant attacks,
food supplies could become dangerously low. Access to food depended
on one’s social status. The lord and his family, the lord’s priests and no-

blemen with their wives
ate very well. Knight could
not complain, either. The
lord sat at a long table with
his guests and ate a meal.
His knights were nearby,
often at either end of the
table. They were always re-
ady to protect their lord in
case of any attack during
the meal. It was the lord

who took the food first, then his family and other important people.
Food was eaten with hands despite the fact that spoons and knives were

in use in medieval times.
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Food was preserved in a number of ways. One of the ways was that dif-
ferent kinds of meat and fish were smoked or dried. Another way of pre-
serving was making fruit and vegetable pickles. Meat for the winter was
salted in huge wooden vats. Sometimes meat and fruit were stored toge-
ther in barrels. Food was often disguised with spices to hide the taste old
meat. Generally, meals
were served three times
a day. A small breakfast
of bread and cheese at
sunrise was followed be-
tween 10 a.m. and noon
with the main meal, din-
ner. Then, in the evening
a lighter supper was se-
rved, consisting of bre-

ad, cheese and perhaps
a small dish like a stew.
After supper, entertain-
ment might be provided
by minstrels, storytellers
or acrobats. Then the-
re was singing of songs
and playing games. The
lower classes had a tough
time surviving, and not
just in the winter. Their main foodstuffs consisted of vegetables such as
turnips or salad, dark breads, porridges, an occasional fish, cheese curds,
beer, ale, or mead.

Clothes

Men mostly wore tunics down to their knees, though old men and
monks wore their tunics down to the ground, and so did kings and
noblemen for parties and ceremonies. Men sometimes wore wool pants
under their tunics. Wearing
pants was originally a Ger-
manic idea, and the Romans
disapproved of it. But it gra-
dually was accepted especially
among men who rode horses
and in colder areas. Other
men, especially noblemen,
wore tights under their tunics.
Knitting had not yet been in-
vented, so they had to wear
woven tights which did not
fit very tightly. Outside, if it
was cold, men wore wool clo-
aks. A merchant would wear
a gown of fine woolen cloth
that was pleated and belted. It
hung in neat folds just above
the ankles. The sleeves might
have had a touch of ermine at Pt oy Engish Raser drwd’ gy

the wrists. On their feet they

wore open toed sandals. An elaborate headdress called a chaperon might
have completed their outfits. Lawyers, doctors, and teachers wore dark
gowns right to the ground while younger men preferred a knee-length
tunic. The colours scarlet and purple were very popular. On their feet,
men wore leather shoes if they could afford them. At the beginning men
wore shoes with square toes, but later the shoes had pointy toes and even
curve up at the toes in a kind of hook, just to be extra fancy.

Clothes

Women also wore different kinds of clothes depending on who they
were. All women wore at least one tunic down to their ankles. Many
women, if they could afford
it, wore a linen under-tunic
and a woolen over-tunic, and
often a wool cloak over that if
they were going outside. On
their legs women sometimes
wore woven tights or socks,
but women never wore pants.
Nuns wore tunics like other
women, but generally in black
or white rather than colors.
Noblewomen often wore fan-
cy tall hats, sometimes with
streamers coming off them.
They sometimes plucked the
hair from their foreheads to
give themselves very high fo-
reheads which people thought
were beautiful. The best ma-
terials were velvet, damask,
and silk in brilliant and bri-
ght colours and patterns. Printed fabrics were popular, and dresses were
embroidered with many different kinds of birds, flowers, and animals.
They would wear bells on their clothing to keep away evil spirits. Dres-
ses of wealthy ladies were decorated with rows of tiny buttons or pearls.
Fur and velvet were used a lot as trim on cloaks, dresses, and even plain,
every day clothes, especially the woman’s clothes. Dress showed a per-
son’s class in wealth. Laws were made, keeping shop-keepers wives from
copying the rich dress of merchant’s wives.
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Diseases

Life expectancy during the Middle Ages was much lower than nowa-
days. What is more, they had high mortality rates. Disease was an on-
going issue. Many people suffered from a variety of ailments, such as
scurvy, tooth decay, heart problems, skin eruptions, and infections cau-
sed by rotting meat and lack of proper nutrition. What is more, people
suffered from many diseases and problems that we no longer worry abo-
ut (for example, smallpox). Remedies for diseases were still crude and
based on herbs, potions or more drastic cures. Some early treatments
in Europe included bathing in human urine, placing dead animals in
homes, use of leeches, drinking molten gold and powdered emeralds.
Surgery was performed as a last resort. It was known to be successful in
cases of breast cancer, fistula, hemorrhoids, gangrene, and cataracts.
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Various aspects of life in a castle

The most common form of surgery was bloodletting which was meant
to restore the balance of fluids in the body. Some of the potions used
to relieve pain or induce sleep during the surgery were themselves po-
tentially lethal. One of these consisted of lettuce, gall from a castrated
boar, opium, henbane and hemlock juice. Some surgeons had a univer-
sity education and studied medicine for years. There were many monks
among them. There were also barber surgeons who could be found in
most medieval towns. Apart from trimming and cutting beards and
hair, they were also known for surgical procedures. Many of the pro-
cedures carried out by the barber surgeon related to violence, such as
tending wounds caused by swords, knives or arrows. Because the use of
anesthetics was restricted to those who could afford to pay for it, many
people had to suffer the pain of an operation with only a plank of wood
in their mouth to bite on to deflect their attention from the pain. Some-
times patients were advised to drink large quantities of wine to dumb
the senses.
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Festivals

The start of the year in January was part of the celebrations of the twelve
days of Christmas. It was a time of feasting, community get-togethers
and a chance to rest from the usual grind of work. The Christmas ce-
lebrations ended with the feast of Epiphany on 6th January. The first
Monday after Epiphany was known as Plough Monday. The day tradi-
tionally saw the re-
sumption of work
after the Christ-
mas period. Be-
cause the success
of a harvest was so
crucial to survive
in medieval times,
certain  customs
were followed to
ensure a good year
ahead. The plough
could be blessed,
pulled  through
a fire to purify it
or it was hauled
from house to house in a procession, collecting money. The celebration
of Candlemas, on 2nd February, was celebrated in a similar spirit; all
church candles for the year ahead were blessed and some were taken
into individual houses to be used when blessings were needed. It was the
traditional day to remove the cattle from the hay meadows, and from
the field that was to be ploughed and sown that spring. The forty days
of Lent were a time of serious sacrifice during the Middle Ages. Many
things were forbidden on this run up to Easter, including meat, dairy
products and the ceremony of marriage.

This time of self-sacrifice came to an
end on the feast of Easter, the high po-
int of the medieval church calendar.
This was a time for celebrating re-birth
and looking ahead to the warmer and
lighter days to come. The next major
celebration of the year was May Day,
with dancing and the crowning of a
May queen. This was followed by mid-
summer, a feast with pagan origins
which often involved bonfires and dan-
cing. 1 or 2 August, depending on the
area, was Lammas Day, a celebration
of the harvest. The name Lammas co-
mes from the word ‘loaf-mass’” and the
festival involved giving thanks for the
first fruits of harvest. The first loaf produced from the new harvest was
blessed in church. This feast was fol-
lowed by a harvest festival, usually in
September, which celebrated a success-
fully gathered harvest. Communities
would gather in their parish church
for a service of thanksgiving and there
would be a harvest supper when food
and drink would be in plentiful sup-
ply. The feasts of All Hallows Eve and
All Souls Day celebrated the souls of
the dead, who were believed by some
to walk the earth on 31 October, the
day before All Souls Day. Advent star-
ted on the fourth Sunday before Chri-
stmas. It was another period of fasting
in preparation for the prolonged cele-

bration of the birth of Christ.
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Entertainment

There were several ways in which the Medieval people entertained them-
selves, some of which are still popular today. One type of Medieval en-
tertainment was the feast, usually held to celebrate holidays, weddings
or special occasions. All the lords and ladies of the kingdom gathered to-
gether within a neighbouring castle to eat, drink and share one another’s
company. Very often these banquets were used to impress the lord’s gu-
ests with his generosity and wealth. Music, dancing, and gift exchanges
also took place at these events. Another type of entertainment was the
tournament. A tournament was a mock battle with audiences that was
held in a large area. The purpose of the tournament was for the knights
to practice fighting and prove how skilled they were. Some of the games
were jousting, archery competitions, swords fights and horseback riding.
The people of the kingdom, from the nobles to the common peasants,
gathered to watch these competitions and cheered for their favourite
warrior. Tournaments went on for several days and attracted lots of visi-
tors. Music, story telling, jugglers and food could also be found at these
events.

Music was an integral part of everyday life for the people of that time.
There were several types of Medieval Musicians but the Minstrels and
the Troubadours were the most famous. The themes of the songs sung by
the Troubadours mainly dealt with chivalry and courtly love - roman-
tic ballads, but they also told stories of far lands and historical events.
Minstrels often created their own ballads but they were also famous for
memorising long poems based on myths and legends which were called

‘chansons de geste’.  The instruments they usually played were a harp or
a lute, but sometimes they could play bagpipes or a trumpet, or a guitar.
Most of these musicians travelled from one village to another, however,
some permanently stayed with a noble patron of their own. There were
also the performing artists: the jesters, who used to wear funny clothes
with bells and bright colours, entertained people and made them laugh
by performing tricks and comedic feats. Acrobats balancing on blunted
sword tips, tumblers rolling and jumping, contortionists entangling the-
ir body joints, jugglers juggling daggers.

was rich with a lot of dif-
ferent experience, all the
people, from the castle’s
household to the peasants,
worked hard but they also
found time to relax and
take a break from the pres-
sures of daily life.

Hunting was one of the
most popular sports enjoy-
ed by the Medieval lords
and nobility. It provided
training for war because of
the tracking skills, weapon
usage, horsemanship and
courage, that were all requ-
ired in Medieval warfare.
Both men and women were
engaged in hunting. A va-
riety of wild animals were
hunted. The preys were
usually Red deer, Fallow
Deer, Roe Deer and the
wild Boar that were hun-
ted with hounds; for smal-
ler animals trained hawks,
or falcons, were employed.

Moreover,
Medieval  ca-
stles have often
been the scene-
ry of dire deeds

us crimes, torture and punishments. So it is not surprising that legends
and stories abound about many haunted castles, where several ghosts
are reputed to have been seen. These ethereal presences in castles make
people relive the stories of those who lived there, creating an enchanting
intertwinement between history and imagination.

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Castles today

Castles are tangible vestiges of the remarkable past of Old Europe, a
long heritage etched in stone. These majestic buildings that have endu-
red centuries of warfare and the effects of weather, have always ignited
human imagination. Europe is home to thousands of castles, many of
them are in surprising states of disrepair, but there are also hundreds
well preserved, including some of the most famous in the world. Today
a large number of castles open their gates to public for various purposes.
Some castles are open for visits and castles’ tours, others to house public
institutions and museums. Some castles have been converted to hotels,
opening their doors to discerning guests looking for luxury accommo-
dation in a historic setting. Some are even available for hire as fairytale

wedding venues, for those brides who want to celebrate their wedding in
a dreamlike ambience by feeling like a princess. Some of them provide
an atmospheric setting for concerts, exhibitions and cultural happenings
in halls and castle gardens. Sometimes castles are also used as historic
film locations for movies and television. The safeguard and valorisation
of castles are of vital importance to preserve them for the countless visi-
tors who want to appreciate this priceless heritage and to hand it on in
good heart to future generations.

Introduction

A visit to a castle is an overwhelming experience which gives you an
opportunity to learn about history, architecture and everyday life of the
people who used to live there. Castles served as official residences of the
country’s lords and bishops. Among numerous castles in Poland there
are imposing strongholds built in the Gothic style. Some of the most fa-
mous ones were built in the north of Poland in the 13th and 14th centu-
ries by Teutonic Knights. They were enormous regular-shaped fortifica-
tions, usually on a quadrilateral plan. In the south one can travel along
Eagles’ Nest Trail -the ruins of dozens of defensive 14-15thcentury ca-
stles, situated on the crests of limestone hills in the Cracow and Czesto-
chowa Jura. In the east, rich noblemen built defensive fortresses. In the
16th century castles were built or rebuilt in the Renaissance style. They
still had to have a defensive role but they were modernized and decora-
ted. New wings were built and dwelling places were bigger too. In the
second half of the 18th century castles lost their defensive role. Aristo-
cracy started to build their palaces, villas or manors. Because of Poland’s
turbulent history many castles were turned into ruins, some were rebuilt
in the neoclassical style, many were deserted because their owners could
not afford to maintain them. There was a revival of interest in castles in
the 19th century
and many of them
were restored in
the 20th century
to become mu-
seums or hotels.
The ones which
are still in ruins
are well-preserved
and welcome to-
urists too.

Origins and Historical background

The beginnings of the residence of Polish rulers on Wawel hill go back to
an early Romanesque stone building from mid 11th century, called the
palladium, whose remains are located in the northern wing of the pre-
sent-day Castle. In time, the prince’s residence on the hill was expanded
eastwards. Along with the cathedral it was called “the Upper Castle”,
while “the Lower Castle” was a settlement consisting of courtiers’ and
clergy’s houses and churches other than the cathedral. In the 14th cen-
tury the Castle was considerably expanded by Ladislas the Short, and his
son Casimir the Great built an impressive Gothic residence consisting of
several buildings grouped around an irregular courtyard in the eastern
part of the hill. During the reign of Ladislas Jagiello, at the turn of the
15th century, a Gothic pavilion, later known as the Danish Tower, was
added to the Castle. After this time the complex remained unchanged
until the fire in 1499. The Renaissance building, preserved to this day,
with its beautiful arcaded courtyard, is impressive in its monumental
layout, spacious, brightly lit interiors, and magnificent use of architec-
tural forms originating from ancient art, hitherto unknown in Poland.
The building was a breakthrough in the development of architecture in
Poland. In the 16th century the Castle was the seat of the Lower House
(Seym) whose sessions were held in the Envoys’ Room. The sessions of
the Senate were held in the Senatorial Chamber. After the fire in 1595
a part of the Castle’s northern wing was rebuilt in the early Baroque.
When the royal court permanently moved to Warsaw (c. 1610), the
Polish monarchs resided in Wawel only periodically, mostly to attend
lavish weddings, coronations and funerals. In 1702, under Swedish oc-
cupation, there was another dangerous fire in the Castle. Although later
restored, it never attained its original splendour again. After Poland lost
its independence in 1796, the Austrians took over the Castle and turned
it into military quarters. In the early 19th century the arcaded galleries
were bricked over. After the occupying Austrian army left the Castle in
1911 and returned it to the Poles, its restoration began.
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The Royal castle on Wawel Hill in Krakéw

This lasted half a century and restored the Castle almost to its original
condition. First, the restoration was supervised by architect Zygmunt
Hendel, later (from 1916 until Second World War) by his successor
Adolf Szyszko-Bochusz, and then primarily by Alfred Majewski. A mu-
seum was established in the interiors with Sigismund Augustus’ tape-
stries, recovered from Soviet Russia, as the main exhibit. In the inter-
war period the Castle was also a residence of the Head of State. In the
last decade of the 20th century the entire complex underwent a further
thorough restoration.

Architecture and structure

Around 1504, King Alexander Jagiello commissioned a German archi-
tect Eberhard and an Italian sculptor and architect Francesco the Flo-
rentine to rebuild the Gothic residence in a Renaissance fashion. The
King’s brother Sigismund I (the Old) continued this enterprise from
1507. Master Francesco, the creator of the decorative stone bay window
in the western wing, had erected the eastern wing of the castle, and be-
gun the construction of the arcaded galleries before his death in 1516.
Further work was conducted by Master Benedict and then by the fa-
mous Bartholomeo Berrecci (the creator of Sigismund’s Chapel in the
Cathedral). After his death in 1537 the work was continued by Niccolo
Castiglione and Mateo the Italian. The interior decorations were created
by sculptors, wood carvers — Sebastian Tauerbach and Hans the Wo-
od-Carver, who built the wooden ceilings, and painters who decorated
the walls with friezes and painted royal portraits. The Castle’s halls and
chambers gained much splendour after Sigismund I Augustus acquired
magnificent Flemish tapestries. After the fire in 1595 a part of the ca-
stle’s northern wing was rebuilt in the early Baroque style by Sigismund
III (Vasa) who commissioned two Italian artists: the architect Giovanni
Trevano and the painter Tomasso Dolabella.

The Renaissance building, preserved to this day, with its beautiful arca-
ded courtyard, is impressive in its monumental layout, spacious, brightly
lit interiors, and magnificent use of architectural forms originating from
ancient art, hitherto unknown in Poland. The building was a breakthro-
ugh in the development of architecture in Poland.

A legend about the Wawel Hill dragon

A popular version of Smok Wawelski’s tale takes place in Krakéw du-
ring the reign of King Krak, the city’s legendary founder. Each day the
evil dragon would beat a path of destruction across the countryside, kil-
ling the civilians, pillaging their homes and devouring their livestock. In
many versions of this story, the dragon especially enjoyed eating young
girls, and could only be appeased if the townfolk would leave a young
girl in front of its cave once a month. The King certainly wanted to put
a stop to the dragon, but his bravest knights fell to its fiery breath. In
the versions involving the sacrifice of young gitls, every girl in the city
was eventually sacrificed except one, the King’s daughter Wanda. In de-
speration, the King promised his beautiful daughter’s hand in marriage
to anybody who could defeat the dragon. Great warriors from near and
far fought for the prize and failed. One day, a poor cobbler’s apprentice
named Skuba Dratewka accepted the challenge. He stuffed a lamb with
sulphur and set it outside the dragon’s cave. The dragon ate it and soon
became incredibly thirsty. He turned to the Vistula River for relief and
he drank and drank. But no amount of water could quell his aching sto-
mach, and after swelling up from drinking half of the Vistula river, he
exploded. Dratewka married the King’s daughter as promised and they
lived happily ever after.
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The Royal castle on Wawel Hill in Krakéw
11th century

The present state

Wawel Royal Castle is a historic residence museum. One of its aims is
preservation of the historic aspects of Wawel as the highest ranked mo-
nument in the history and the cultural and religious tradition of the
Polish nation, and as part of world heritage. The main exhibition of the
castle’s interiors includes several rooms on the ground floor and guest
apartments on the second floor. The three rooms on the ground floor,
which served as the suite of the Governors of Cracow, have retained
their Renaissance wooden ceilings. Their stone portals were reconstruc-
ted in the interwar period. The Envoys’ Stairway which connects the
ground level with the private royal apartments on the first floor and the
rooms on the second floor boasts original Renaissance portals. The se-
cond floor of the eastern and northern wings houses guest apartments.
Their original ceilings were damaged by fire in 1702 and again during
the Austrian occupation in the early 19th century.

Large fragments of original wall friezes are preserved in the three rooms
located to the south of the Envoys’ Stairs (missing fragments were recon-
structed before the Second World War). The Envoys’ Room boasts an
astonishing ceiling with woodcarvings of 30 human heads. Tapestries
commissioned by Sigismund Augustus are the most valuable treasure of
the Renaissance rooms, and the only art object preserved from the ori-
ginal interior decoration. Woven in Brussels in the third quarter of the
16th century, they depict biblical and grotesque scenes, and the coats of
arms of Poland and Lithuania. There are also valuable paintings, Italian
furniture, predominantly from 16th century Tuscany, and Polish royal
portraits. In the castle there is a conference centre. There are also some
conservation and research studios.
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Benedictine Abbey of Tyniec
11th century

Origins and Historical background

The Tyniec Abbey is one of the oldest in Poland — it was started in 1044.
In ancient times there was a town which protected the local people in
moments of threat. In 1044 Kazimierz the Restorer, established a Be-
nedictine abbey. It all started with a wooden building on the hill but in
the second half of 11th century a Romanesque monastery complex was
created, including a three-aisle basilica. It served as a stronghold on the
outskirts of Cracow and was often put to test by enemy forces. In the
first half of 13th century a stone wall with towers was built to surround
the monastery. The emoluments of the abbey were used to support li-
turgy, education and enriched the book collection. In the Middle Ages
educated friars provided education to young royalty in addition to their
other numerous privileges. The fortified monastery on a steep hill was a
hard nut to crack for the enemy, so small wonder that it often suffered
their revenge. Mongols burnt it down in the 12th century, Swedes in the
17th century, and Russians in the 18th century when the Tyniec Abbey
was a crucial stronghold of the first Polish national uprising. During
the Confederation of Bar (1768-1772), the Confederates fights against
Russian troops in the abbey changed it into a fortress. Fights ruined the
monastery. The abbey was on the area of the first Austrian partition.
The community with the abbot Amande Janowski rebuilt the monastery
again and expanded the library. The Austrian authorities in 1816 deleted
the abbey. In the years 1821-1826 a bishopric was established in Tyniec,
which later moved to Tarnéw. Bishop Thomas Ziegler (German Bene-
dictine) rescued vessels, vestments and a large part of the library (main-
tained to this day in Tarnow). In 1831 a fire destroyed the roofs of the
abbey. The monastery became a ruin again. The last monk died there in
1844. In the 1930s a Belgian Abbey of St. Andrew became the center of
the Polish Benedictine vocations. Cardinal Adam Sapicha gave the hill
of the old abbey as a place of a new foundation. Eleven monks came to
Tyniec on 29 July, 1939.
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Benedictine Abbey of Tyniec
11th century

The institution survived the period of German occupation and the years
of communism. The architectural restoration began in 1947. In 1968
the monastery came to the dignity of an abbey again.

Architecture and structure

The monastery in Tyniec forms approximately a quadrangle with a few
courtyards. The size of the place, its paucity resulted in building a small
monastery erected around the cloister with a viridarium in the middle.
The courtyard required levelling as the hill was too narrow and the fur-
ther expansion was towards southeasterly direction. The basements were
built and above them there appeared two or three storeys. The southern
wing with huge windows was built by Abbot Janowski in 18th century.
From the courtyard we can see the western exterior of the church. In the
15th century the church and monastery were expanded in the Gothic
style. The Church was extended with three naves and the choir from the
west. The monastery grew to the south and west. The 16th century in
Poland, called the Golden Age, brought further prosperity of the abbey.
Former castle became a representative seat of the Abbot. In the first half
of the seventeenth century, the church was redecorated in the Baroque
style. Having been destroyed and rebuilt, the Tyniec Monastery is now a
mixture of styles starting from the remains of the original Romanesque
monastery through the Gothic chancel to late-Baroque parts of the in-
terior.

A legend about Walgierz and his wife

Walgierz who used to rule over Tyniec was both strong and handsome.
When he was in France, he fell in love with a king’s daughter — a be-
autiful Heligunda. She liked him too but there was another man who
wanted to marry her — Arinald. There was a duel between the two men
and Walgierz defeated his rival. Walgierz and Heligunda came to Ty-
niec and got married there. When Walgierz went away to fight in a war,
his wife had a love affair with Wistaw, a hostage kept in a tower. The
lovers escaped to Wislica. After his return from the war, Walgierz set off
to chase the lovers. Heligunda invited her husband to her bedroom and
there, together with Wistaw, she manacled him. They made Wistaw’s
sister Rynga ( who was said to be very ugly ) to guard Walgierz. The girl
fell in love with her prisoner and released him after he had promised to
marry her. Being free, Walgierz killed his wife and Wistaw and he spent
the rest of his life with Rynga.

The present state

There is a Benedictine cloister in the castle. The Benedictines are famous
for their natural food and healthy cooking. You can sample and buy
some of their products, such as dried fruit, different types of honey, jam,
tea and alcohol.  Since 1972 there has been held a festival of organ mu-
sic which attracts lots of lovers of this type of music.

Origins and Historical background

The hill on which the castle is located was first fortified with a wood-
reinforced earthen wall in the 12th century. In the first half of the 13th
century a stone keep was built which has survived until these days. It is
the tallest building of the castle, as well as the oldest standing building
in the whole city. In the 14th century, during the reign of Casimir the
Great, the castle was rebuilt with stone walls. Probably at the same time,
the castle’s Holy Trinity church was built to serve as a royal chapel. In
the first decades of the 15th century king Wladystaw II commissioned a
set of wall paintings for the chapel, which were completed in 1418 and
are preserved to this day. Due to their unique style, mixing Western
and Eastern Orthodox influences, they are acclaimed internationally as
an important historical monument. Under the rule of the Jagiellon dy-
nasty, the castle enjoyed royal favour and frequent visits by members of
the royal family. Here, left in the care of a famous historiographer Jan
Dtugosz, Casimir Jagielloriczyk’s sons were raised. In the 16th century
it was rebuilt on a vast scale, under the direction of Italian masters bro-
ught from Krakéw. The most momentous event in the castle’s history
was in 1569 when the Union of Lublin was signed, which was the foun-
ding act of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. As a consequence of
the wars in the 17th century (The Deluge) the castle fell into disrepair.
Only the oldest sections, the keep and the chapel remained intact. After
Lublin fell under Russian rule following the territorial settlement of the
Congress of Vienna in 1815, the government of Congress Poland, on the
initiative of Stanistaw Staszic, carried out a complete reconstruction of
the castle between 1826 and 1828. The new buildings were in English
neogothic style, completely different from the structures they replaced,
and their new purpose was to house a criminal prison. Only the keep
and the chapel were preserved in their original state. Between 1824-
1826, the time of the Congress Kingdom, new buildings were erected
on the site in English neo-Gothic style, to house a criminal prison. The
buildings served this function for 128 years.
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The Royal Castle in Lublin
12th century

In the years 1831-1915 as a tzarist jail mainly for those who fought for
independence, it held the insurgents following the January Uprising.
Between 1918-1939, together with common criminals also the commu-
nists served their sentences here for activities directed against Polish sta-
te. World War II and German occupation of 1939-1944 was the time
when the Castle was turned into a Nazi prison; 40.000 inmates passed
through it, predominantly members of the resistance. A large number
of them died in executions and death camps. Just before withdrawing
from Lublin on 22 July 1944, the Nazis carried out a mass murder of
some 300 castle prisoners. After liberation from the German occupant,
in August 1944, a harsh political jail was set up here, administrated by
the Russians and subsequently by the Office of Public Security, Polish
secret police. For a decade from 1944 onwards, about 35.000 Poles figh-
ting the communist regime were kept here; 333 of them lost their lives.
After the prison was dissolved in 1954, the Castle was reconstructed and

refurbished.
Architecture and structure

The castle was built in the eastern part of Lublin. It was fortified with
moats but it was not connected with the fortifications of the town. The
medieval stronghold had a square shape with brick walls. The main resi-
dential part was 12,3 by 14,5 metres and it was close to the walls in the
south-eastern part of the courtyard. In the opposite corner there was a
defensive tower ( 10,5 by 13,2 metres ). In the western part there was
a gate with portcullis. Nearby there was a chapel connected with the
fortifying walls. The oldest preserved till today building is a three-storey
residential tower erected in the 13th century and the Holy Trinity Cha-
pel built between the 14th and 15th centuries, the latter at the initiative
of the King Ladislaus II Jagiello. The Chapel itself is an extremely valu-
able object. In 1418 its interior was covered with the murals in Byzanti-
ne-Russian style which are now internationally unique.

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The structures of the Castle survived unchanged until the 18th centu-
ry and then, as a result of war activities, were destroyed. The Chapel
and the Tower were the only remnants. The rebuilding of the Castle
took place in 1824-1826. It was then that the complex of neo-gothic
buildings was created. After the prison was dissolved in 1954 the castle,
reconstructed and refurbished, was allocated to cultural institutions.

A legend about devil’s paw

Once upon a time there was a poor widow. She lived on a small area.
A wealthy nobleman from Zytomierz called Kurdwanowski raided wi-
dow’s property, robbed what he could and burned the rest, knowing
that with no male family members alive nobody would defend her. The
woman went to city court and demanded compensation but she lost her
case. Her last chance was to appeal to tribunal court. Kurdwanowski
arrived to Lublin with a retinue of henchmen and pouch full of gold. In-
voking God’s name the judges announced the verdict. The magnate won
again although it was blatant injustice. The exasperated woman wrung
her hands and exclaimed: “Even the devils would have pronounced the
fairer verdict!”. Suddenly very strange cort?ge arrived before the Crown
Tribunal’s building. Big black fiery horses were stamping the ground
and snorting impatiently. Elegantly clad gentlemen stepped out of the
magnificent carriages. They entered the tribunal to once again examine
the widow’s case. Everybody could see that under the visitors” long black
robes the hooves could be seen and from under their ornate feathered
hats the horns were peeking out. Anew verdict was pronounced, this
time to the poor woman’s advantage. The nobleman was to give her back
what he took and pay for the damage. To emphasize the statement the
devil slammed his hand on the table leaving the scorched mark on its
surface. Some say that it was his way of signing the verdict and he bur-
ned the parchment through. Before the first cock crowed to announce a
new day the party had vanished.

The present state

Since 1957 the castle has been the main site of the Lublin Museum.
It continues to be multi-departmental and the total number of items
in its various collections reaches 157.000. The various buildings of the
museum are high class historic monuments. In 1998 the museum was
included in the national register of museums. In 2001 Lublin Museum
was awarded an honorary tile of ‘Ambassador of Lublin Voyvodeship’
in recognition of its role in national and international promotion of the
region of Lublin. Permanent collections include: Polish painting from
17th to 19th century, foreign painting, Polish and foreign decorative
arts, Polish historical and battle paintings, Polish 20th century pain-
ting, painters from Lublin, folk art of the Lublin region, coins and me-
dals from 10th to 20th century, Polish and foreign armaments.

There are conservation studios which deal with conservation of pain-
tings, paper, leather, ceramics and metal.

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The Castle in Ksiaz

Origins and Historical background

The castle was built between 1288-1292 by the duke of Swidnik and Ja-
wor, Bolko I. A little defensive burgh is likely to have stood in the same
location earlier. Bolko I extended it and moved his court there. By 1388,
the castle belonged to dukes of Swidnik and Jawor. Up to 1392 the Ca-
stle was still a property of Piast dynasty. Then, by virtue of the succes-
sion treaty it became the possession of Czech Crown. In 1497 king Wta-
dystaw Jagielloficzyk sold Ksiaz to his chancellor, Jan von Schellenberg.
In 1508 the castle became a property of Jan von Haugwitz. On 11 June
1509 Ksiaz was handed by Jan von Haugwitz to Konrad I von Hoch-
berg. It was then that the castle became the property of the Hochberg
family until the seizure by Nazi army. On 5 April 1605 Konrad III von
Hochberg acquired the right of inheritance of the Ksiaz Castle from the
Emperor Rudolf III. The castle became the hereditary property of the
family. Conrad Maximilian von Hochberg became the owner of the ca-
stle in 1705 and thoroughly rebuilt it. The Baroque section of the castle,
including its library and gate buildings, was erected at the time. In the
1790s, Johann Henrik VI von Hochberg engaged the architect Chri-
stian Wilhelm Tischbein to landscape the surroundings of the castle.
The nearby Old Ksiaz castle was restored, among other things. The last
refurbishing was undertaken in the years 1908-23 by Johann Henrik
XV von Hochberg. Two Renaissance Revival wings were added, a (45 m
tall) tower was crowned with a new dome, terraces were extended, and
the castle’s interiors redecorated. After the duke’s death in 1938, the ca-
stle was inherited by his eldest son, Johann Henrik XVII von Hochberg.
He left the castle during World War II and emigrated to England, where
he served in the British army. The castle was seized by Nazi authorities
in 1941.That was the direst period of its history. All valuable works of
art, furniture, and contents of the castle library were carried away.
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Many rooms were devastated by refurbishing and changing the original
décor, ripping wood panelling, destroying decorations. In 1943, tunnels
were drilled in the rock under the castle, which reached a total length of
900 metres by the end of the war. They were located 55 metres beneath
the courtyard. Several rooms, criss-crossing at right angles underground,
were excavated. Concrete halls leading to the castle cellars sprang off the
main transport shaft, 15 metres beneath the ground. The halls were lin-
ked to the Baroque part of the castle via lifts. This seems to suggest the
halls were going to serve as air-raid shelters. Soviet troops were stationed
in the castle for several months after the liberation, causing further da-
mage. The castle was then abandoned by the military and stood derelict
until 1956, when the first restoration efforts were implemented. Intense
renovation started in 1968, restoring a few rooms to their former glory.

Architecture and structure

The castle in Ksiaz was designed and built in the gothic, renaissance
and baroque style. There are about 400 rooms on 150 thousand metres.
Only the lowest storeys are used. The third and fourth storeys of the
building are empty. The castle has several towers. It is possible to reach
the highest one to admire a view of the area. The terraces around the
castle are miniatures of gardens in the French style. Here are some halls
and objects: Konkord Hall -a small ballet hall in the renaissance wing
of the castle, Black Courtyard- built in the renaissance style, Hunting
Hall with the renaissance and neorenaissance decor, Knight’s Hall con-
taining a coat of arms of von Hochberg family from Ksiaz, Caisson Hall
in neorenaissance and neobaroque styles.

A legend about the beginnings of Ksiaz

According to a legend, a poor squire, named Frederick of Strzegom, had
accidentally discovered strange black stones which, once thrown into a
fire, would start sparks, and give off heat and light. He took a bag full
of the mysterious stones and presented them to the German Emperor.
Upon seeing the power of the mysterious black stones with his own eyes,
the Emperor knighted Frederick with the name Funkenstein. The Em-
peror showed him where to build a gord and to protect the black treasu-
re (coal) of the land. According to the legend, this settlement became
Ksiaz castle.

The present state

Ksigz Castle, the biggest in Lower Silesia, the third biggest in Poland
and one of the biggest castles in Europe is also known as the Pearl of
Lower Silesia.“Zamek Ksiaz” Ltd. company was established in 1991. Its
founder and sole proprietor is the District of Walbrzych. The company’s
offer includes visiting the castle and park complex for individual tourists
and organized groups. Moreover, the company organizes scientific con-
ferences, symposiums, occasional events, balls, banquets and fairs, ma-
king the castle chambers available for the visitors. Within the company’s
structure there are two important institutions: The European Center
and The Scientific Research Institute of Ksiaz which initiate scientific
projects, issue scientific research publications, organize conferences con-
cerning European issues and support the development of international
co-operation. The company’s services are frequently used by movie crews
who take advantage of excellent outdoor locations.

Pictures Origins and Historical background

The history of the Royal Castle goes back to the fourteenth century when
the Great Tower was erected. In the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries
during the reign of Sigismund III Vasa, the Castle underwent large-scale
expansion and was transformed into a five-winged edifice with an inner
courtyard. It was a royal residence, the place where parliamentary de-
liberations were held and the administrative and cultural centre of the
country. Destroyed in the middle of the seventeenth century during the
Swedish Wars, it gradually regained its former magnificence during the
reign of the Saxon-Wettin dynasty. In the second half of the eighteenth
century, artists in the employ of Stanislaus Augustus (Jan Christian
Kamsetzer, Marcello Bacciarelli, Domenico Merlini) reconstructed the
interiors of the chambers, including the Great Apartment and the Kin-
g’s Apartment. During the period of the partitions (in the nineteenth
century), most of the collection of the last Polish king was taken away
to Russia. In September 1939 the Castle was bombed by the Germans;
however museum workers, under the leadership of Professor Stanistaw
Lorentz, managed to salvage some elements of the interiors and also
some of the works of art. In September 1944 the Castle was blown up
by the German army. On 20 January 1971, Sejm ( Polish Parliament )
decided to restore the Castle again and created the Civil Committee of
Rebuilding the Royal Castle in Warsaw. Building works supervised by
an architect Jan Bogustawski, were financed in full with money coming
from the Polish citizens. The reconstruction in its basic stage (restora-
tion of the Castle to its state from before 1939) was completed in July
1974. The re-equipment (furnishings, paintings, works of art) and final
works continued until 1988. The reconstructed interiors were opened to
the general public in 1984. In 1995 work was undertaken on the con-
servation of the Kubicki Arcades and the reconstruction of the gardens.
The work was completed in 2009.
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The Royal Castle in Warsaw
14th century

Architecture and structure

Between 1407 and 1410, Janusz I of Warsaw built a storeyed gothic
brick castle, called Bigger Manor (Latin: Curia Maior). Polish monarch,
Sigismund II Augustus, between 1568—1572 was reconstructing the bu-
ilding. For example, a Renaissance Royal House was added to the Big-
ger Manor, according to Giovanni’s Battista di Quadro project. Jakub
Parr, an architect from Silesia, was taking part in the works as well. In
1595 king Sigismund II Vasa made a decision to change the defensive
function of the castle into a public one. The reconstruction in the ear-
ly Roman baroque style was done between 1598-1619. The Castle was
enlarged, and given its present five-sided shape, with an imposing early
baroque elevation facing the town, and a high tower known as the Sigi-
smund’s Tower. In 1926 the Royal Castle became the Polish president’s
residence. In the following years, there was implementation of the new
fagade designs (western, southern and eastern part) in the neoclassical
style, but the Saxon elevation was left unchanged. Nowadays the impo-
sing fagade ( 90 meters long, made of brick ) faces the Castle Square. At
each end of the facade stands a square tower with a bulbous spire, such
as the ones found in Russia. The Sigismund’s Tower is located in the
centre of the main fagade, flanked on both sides by the castle. Accor-
ding to some theories, this immense tower (60 m high) was inspired by
the towers of Smolensk.
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A legend about evoking the ghost of Barbara Radziwiltéwna

Many of the Polish legends are connected with the Royal Castle. Accor-
ding to one of them in 1569 the king Sigismund Augustus, who was in
mourning after death of his beloved wife Barbara Radziwil}, asked the
renowned sorcerer Master Twardowski to evoke her ghost. The expe-
riment was successful with support of a magic mirror, which today is
kept in the Wegréw Cathedral. Despite that some people suspected that
it was not the Queen’s ghost but closely resembling her king’s mistress
Barbara Gizanka and the whole event was set up by Gizanka’s accompli-
ce Mikolaj Mniszech, king’s chamberlain.

The present state

Nowadays, the Castle serves as the Museum and is subordinated to the
Ministry of Culture and National Heritage. Visitors to the castle can ad-
mire: the Great Apartment, the King’s Apartment, the Deputies’ Cham-
ber, the Courtiers’ Lodgings, the Royal Library and many others. The
insignia of presidential power are also stored in the Castle- the stamp
of the President, the Jack of the President of the Republic of Poland and
national documents, which Ryszard Kaczorowski gave to Lech Wale-
sa on 22 December 1990. Many official visits and state meetings are
held in the Royal Castle, too. Over
500,000 people visit the Royal Ca-
stle every year.
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The Castle in Golub-Dobrzyn
14th century

Origins and Historical background

In 1268 Teutonic Knights decided to build a defensive fortification in
Golub. Shortly afterwards, the decision was made to replace insufficient
fortifications with a castle. It was being built from 1300 till 1330. The
castle was surrounded by new walls. During the following years the ca-
stle was strengthened with two round towers which were built in the
western corner. There were several attempts to take over the castle so it
was repeatedly besieged. Between 1329 and 1333 it was three times at-
tacked by Polish-Lithuanian army. During the war with Poland (1409-
1411) the castle remained untouched. In 1410 it was given to a knight
called Niemista from Szczytniki but very soon it returned to Teutonic
Knights. In 1422 Polish and Lithuanian army besieged the castle and
started the Golub War. They entered the town, took over the castle and
began to demolish fortifications. But again, the castle soon returned to
the Prussians who started to rebuild it. In 1454, after an uprising the
castle became Polish. King Kazimierz Jagiellonczyk gave it as a present
to some loyal knights. Various wars between 1655 and 1660, 1700 and
1721, 1756 and 1763 led to ruining the town and devastation of the
castle. In 1772, after the First Partition of Poland there were offices
of Prussian governors in the castle. During the Napoleonic Wars, the
French organized a field hospital there. In 1817 the castle was devastated
by Richter, who was a chief forester and lived in the right wing of the
castle. He burnt the castle’s wooden gallery to heat the place. Further
devastation was done about 1830 by the castle administrator who made
a byre on the ground floor and a manure pit on the courtyard. Next
there was a prison and a school in the building. Between 1918 and 1939
the castle belonged to Poland and the government planned to renovate
it. However, only some minor works were done then. In 1939 the castle
was taken over by the Nazi and between 1941 and 1944 there was a
camp for brave Nazi teenagers. After World War II (1947-1953) the ca-

stle was renovated.
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The Castle in Golub-Dobrzyn
14th century

Architecture and structure

In 1655 the stronghold consisted of a castle which was built on a rectan-
gular base (34mx42m) and homesteads lying at the foot of the castle.
The castle had four wings. In its lowest part there were cellars for storing
food and equipment. In the southern wing there was a chapel with a
characteristic starry vault. Next to the chapel there were two small cells
for infectiously sick people or penitent friars. In the same wing there
was also an infirmary and a meeting hall. There were fireplaces which
heated the rooms. Moreover, hot air came from the lower part of the
building where there was a big stove. The eastern wing was divided into
three parts: a sacristy, a refectory and a small room. On the first floor
in the northern wing there were bedrooms for friars. There was also a
corridor leading to the latrine which was situated outside the building.
In the western wing there was a gate with a guardhouse. The first floor
was occupied by Commander of Teutonic Knights. Above there were
storages of corn and weapons. There was also an attic built for defensive
purposes.

A legend about a White Lady

The castle is said to have its own White Lady. It is a ghost of Anna Wa-
zéwna. According to a legend, during the Swedish Deluge the town was
enormously destroyed and high contribution was levied. Those who did
not manage to pay were imprisoned and deprived of food in the dunge-
on under the castle. Even women and children were among the priso-
ners. All of them would have died if a woman in a white robe had not
shown them a way out. They left the dungeon through a secret passage
under the river Drweca and went to the castle in Radziki Duze. When
the Swedes noticed that the prisoners were no longer in the dungeon,
they searched the castle, found the way out and followed the fugitives.
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They got scared when they heard the Swedes chasing them but suddenly Pictures
an enormous stone fell into the river and destroyed the underground
tunnels. Many invaders were killed, others left the town.

The present state

In 1967 the first part the castle refurbishing completed and it was pre-
sented to the local branch of PTTK (Polish Tourist Country Lovers’
Society). In the High Castle there is a museum where some old replicas
of various weapons are kept. In former kitchen there is a restaurant and
since the 1970s there has been a tourist hostel and a few years ago some
comfortable guest rooms were added. Once a year, at the first weekend
of July a knights tournament takes place. At the courtyard there is a
struggle of warriors on foot.

The Castle in Niedzica
14th century

Origins and Historical background

The castle was built by a Hungarian known as Kokos from Brezovica,
with family rights dating back to 1325. In 1470, it became the property
of the aristocratic Z4polya family. However, in 1528, the entire county
including the castle was given by John Zdpolya ( aspiring to the Hun-
garian throne ) to Viliam Drugeth, who received it as a reward for his
support. Sixty years later, it became the property of Hieronim Laski and
his son Olbracht. At the end of the 16th century the castle was bought
by Jan Horvdth from Plave¢. The fortress was renovated many times in
the 15th, 16th, 18th centuries and at the beginning of the 19th century
by its successive owners. The last Hungarian inhabitants remained there
until 1943 when the approaching front line of World War II inspired the
Salomon family to abandon it. The last countess left with her children
two years before the Red Army marched in. The final reconstruction
of the castle was completed in 1963 under the supervision of the Polish
Ministry of Culture.

Architecture and structure

Although in large part only ruins remain of what used to be the Gothic
castle in Niedzica, its dungeons and a number of rooms survived, as
have some of the paintings ( including the Crucifixion that once ador-
ned the chapel ) and furnishings, which are not entirely the same as the
ones in the 1930s. The architectural design consists of a densely packed
complex of buildings with a courtyard surrounded by residential wings
with arcades, towers and fortified walls. The Niedzica Castle stands at
the altitude of 566 m, on a hill 300 m upstream from the mouth of
the Dunajec River, measured from the center of the dam on Czorsztyn
Lake. The oldest part of the castle ( which is called The Upper Castle )
is built of limestone. It has a high square tower, a chapel a tiny habitable
part and a small courtyard with a well ( 90 metres deep ). In the 14th
century the entrance gate was situated in the southern part.
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There are still some remains of a gate and a draw-bridge. Under the Up-
per Castle there was a prison. The Lower Castle was built on the appro-
aches of the castle and it is plastered. It has three towers. The outside
walls have got a Renaissance attic. Between the Upper and the Lower
Castles there is a Mid Castle with a habitable area.

A legend about Jan Horvath and a Gypsy

In the 16th century the area was taken over by a Hungarian family-
the Horvaths. He was said to be very unkind for people inhabiting the
area — lots of people were starving and the castle prison was full. One
day, young Jan Horvath, who made his name imposing heavy taxes and
imprisoning lots of people, saw on his way a Gipsy shuffling cards. She
offered to tell his future and he reluctantly agreed to listen to it. She told
him his family was brave but cruel and that they are doomed to disap-
pear soon. She threw an acorn on the ground and told Jan to protect the
oak tree she had just planted because the fate of Jan’s family depended
on the fate of the tree. Jan was indignant and ordered to hang the Gypsy
but she managed to escape. No-one in his family treated the prediction
seriously but one day they saw a plant there and started to protect it.

A legend about Brunhilda

Once upon a time the castle was inhabited by a young couple called
Brunhilda and prince Bogustaw . They loved each other but they used
to argue a lot. The castle dwellers could not stand their constant argu-
ments so they asked the couple to move into the castle tower so that
their arguments were no longer audible. During a row, Brunhilda threw
a china vase at her husband and he angrily pushed her. Brunhilda fell
over the window and hell into the well outside. Bogustaw was in despa-
ir. He often wandered around the castle repeating: "Brunhilda, please
forgive me.” One day he heard his wife’s voice from the well:"Bogustaw
the bald, I forgive you.” It made him very happy but he could not un-
derstand why she called him bald as he had lush head of hair. When he
looked at himself in the mirror the next morning, he saw he was com-
pletely bald. The legend implies that if you do not have a clear conscien-
ce and you say the name of your beloved one over a well, you will lose
your hair the next morning.

The present state

Although in large part only ruins remain of what used to be the Gothic
castle in Niedzica, its dungeons and a number of rooms survived, as
have some of the paintings — including the Crucifixion that once ad-
orned the chapel — and furnishings which are not entirely as they were
in the 1930s.
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The architectural design consists of a densely packed complex of buil-
dings with a courtyard surrounded by residential wings with arcades,
towers and fortified walls. The museum in Niedzica holds archaeolo-
gical artifacts related to the castle, remnants of the masonry that once
adorned its interiors, prints and engravings with views of the castle from
various periods, and historical documentation. The museum’s collec-
tions include ethnographic exhibits from the Spis region, a collection of
antique clocks, 18th and 19th century pistols, hunting rifles, and taxi-
dermied game. In 1996, a new collection was added. Because of the for-
tress’s Hungarian origins, Akos Engelmayer, Hungarian ambassador to
Poland (1990-1995), donated his collection of Hungarian-related items
of historical interest from Poland, such as maps of Hungary from the
sixteenth to the twentieth centuries, engravings depicting various Hun-
garian kings and castles, as well as cities and battlegrounds; which it is
hoped have become the largest collection of Hungarian-related materials
outside of Hungary.

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The Castle in Malbork
14th century

Origins and Historical background

In the early 13th century the Teutonic Order launched its first crusades
to the territories around the central stretch of the River Nogat in order
to convert the local inhabitants to Christianity. At the beginning of the
1380s the Teutonic Knights started building a castle here which they
referred to as St. Mary’s Stronghold (German Marienburg). In just un-
der 30 years they raised a quadrangular convent building with a chapel,
a chapter house, a dormitory, a refectory, an enclosed courtyard and a
bailey situated in the north. A long, high gallery was built leading from
the south-west corner to the Danske or sewage-tower, which was also
used for defence purposes. On 14 September 1309 the Grand Master
Siegfried von Feuchtwangen moved the Teutonic Order’s headquarters
to Malbork. Thus, the castle rose in rank to become the capital of one
of the most powerful states on the southern Baltic coast. During the
Thirteen Years’ War, in June 1457, the Polish army seized Malbork. The
castle complex which had been built and developed by the Teutonic
Knights retained its original use under Polish rule. Enormous costs were
needed to maintain this vast fortification and there was always too little
money for that. In September 1772 Malbork was captured by Prussian
troops. They took up residence in the High Castle within the barracks
which had been set up there by a Polish infantry regiment in 1737-44.
However, this accommodation proved too small and before long work
on extending it began. The cloisters were bricked up and a gate leading
out towards the town was added to the southern wing. Plans to rebuild
the castle began to be drawn up immediately after the retreat of Na-
poleonic troops from the town of Malbork. One of these projects was
drafted in 1815 by the president of West Prussia, Theodor von Schén
(1773-1856), who received official orders from the state chancellor, Prin-
ce Charles August von Harden-berg, instructing him to start the rebu-
ilding programme. In 1816 Malbork Castle Reconstruction Committee
was formed. The work started one year later.

The result was a partial reconstruction of the eastern elevation, during
which a 17th century flight of stairs was demolished, and a reconstruc-
tion of St. Catherine’s chapel. Towards the end of June 1922, after forty
years of work at Malbork Castle, Conrad Steinbrecht finally retired. His
successor was Bernhard Schmid (1872-1947), who was also ofhicially re-
sponsible for the care and protection of Eastern Prussia’s historical mo-
numents. It was under his supervision that the castle took on its final

shape.
Origins and Historical background

The political situation in Germany during the 1930s also affected every-
day life at the castle. On 1 May 1933 the flag of the Third Reich was ho-
isted above the principal tower. The fortress became a frequent venue for
receptions attended by high ranking Nazi party officials. Events such as
these led to plans being drafted in 1934 for an amphitheatre to be built
on the east side of the castle. Polish civilian administration appeared in
Malbork in April 1945. A fire in 1959 caused lots of damage. The castle

has since been mostly rebuilt, with restoration ongoing since 1962.
Architecture and structure

The oldest part of the castle is called High Castle. It is 51 by 60 metres.
There is a church and a chapel there. Next to the Gold Gate there is a
ten-storey defensive tower. The other tower stands on the southern side.
On the inner courtyard there is a canopied well. The Mid Castle was
created on former approaches of the castle. You enter it after walking
along a wooden bridge with a roof. On the right there was an infirmary
(i.e. a hospital), whereas on the left there were halls of Commander of
the Order of Teutonic Knights. The Great Refectory was then one of the
biggest halls in Europe (‘even 400 people could participate in receptions
which were held there ). In this part of the castle there is a square tower
and a beautifully decorated Palace of Grand Masters.
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In the eastern wing there were rooms for guests visiting the castle. The
walls there used to be beautifully decorated with paintings. The Low
Castle ( which is the biggest and the newest part of the complex ) had
administrative function. There used to be a bell-foundry, a powder ma-
gazine, stables and various workshops there. In the western wing there
was a brewery, a granary and a cow-shed. Only in this part of the com-
plex can we see high columns made of stone and windows with similar
stone framing. On the top storey there are two refectories ( Summer and
Winter Refectories ) supported by only one column. The whole com-
plex is surrounded by many towers and different fortifications. There
were moats which got water from nearby lakes.

A legend about the Buttermilk Tower

In 1997 the castle in Malbork was enlisted on the UNESCO’s list of
world cultural heritage.

The Castle in Lidzbark Warminski
14th century

Origins and Historical background

Lidzbark Castle was built in 1350-1401 on a site previously occupied by
a small Prussian fort called Lecbarg, which had been situated between
two rivers: the Lyna and the Symsarna. For many years Lidzbark Castle
was a residence of the bishops of Warmia and a stronghold protecting
the eastern border of their domain. By the power of the Second Peace
Treaty of Torun signed in 1466, Warmia was incorporated into Poland.
Since then until 1795 Lidzbark Castle was a residence of many outstan-
ding subjects of the Polish kings, who represented the best of the Polish
culture. They created an important cultural centre in Lidzbark, which
opposed, politically and congregationally, to the Lutheran ducal court
in Konigsberg. From the end of the 16th century, Lidzbark Castle was
slowly losing its defensive character and eventually turned into a splendid
ducal court, richly furnished with exquisite pieces of furniture, libraries
and arts objects. The castle rooms were adapted to serve the new func-
tion - many were divided into smaller chambers and lavishly decorated
with paintings. In 1589-1599 the Bishop Anrzej Batory commissioned
to build a palace adjacent to the north wing of the Gothic castle, known
as the Cardinal’s rooms. Another extension of the castle was undertaken
by the Bishop Jan Stefan Wydzga, who added a Barque palace next to
the south wing, built in 1666-1673 according to a design by an Italian
architect Issidore Affaiti. The last eight Polish bishops of Warmia lived
in this palace. The splendour of Lidzbak Castle was brought to an end
by the incorporation of Warmia into Prussia in 1772. The last bishop of
Warmia who resided at Lidzbark castle was Igancy Krasicki, a poet and
a novelist, a comedy writer, an encyclopaedist and a journalist. After he
left Lidzbark in 1794, the deserted castle began to collapse slowly. Du-
ring the Napoleonic wars there were barracks and a bakery in the castle.
In 1857 an orphanage and a hospital were set up there. The rooms had
to be adapted to serve the new functions. The hospital was closed in
1877 but the orphanage remained there until 1932 The first complex
restoration works were undertaken in 1927.
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The Castle in Lidzbark Warminski
14th century

During the Second World War the castle was taken over by the govern-
ment. There used to be a prison on one of the floors. Although the bu-
ilding was not destroyed during that time, some of the museum collec-
tions were either devastated or stolen. At present the castle houses the
Museum of Warmia, a branch of the Museum of Warmia and Mazury
in Olsztyn.

Architecture and structure

The complex consists of the castle and the southern approaches of the
castle which are separated by a moat. The castle was built of bricks and
it had a square shape ( the walls were 48,5 metres long ). In the north-
eastern part there is a 14-storey tower. It has a quadrilateral lower part
and an octagonal higher part. In the other corners there were smaller
square towers. They were built after the fire in 1442. From the inner
courtyard one can see two-storey galleries. Upstairs there is a chapel,
Big and Small Refectory, a capitulary and there are bishop’s chambers.
Downstairs there was a kitchen, a bakery, a pantry, a brewery and a
school. Two top storeys were used as a granary and had some defensive
functions. The castle also had two underground storeys where there was
a prison and some room for food supplies. Just outside the castle gate
there are remains of a palace that was built there in the 17th century.
On the approaches of the castle there is a redecorated palace built by
bishop Grabowski.

A legend about a blind man’s ghost

One day a bishop residing in the castle sentenced a criminal to death.
But he died before the criminal was executed. Another bishop wanted to
please inhabitants of Lidzbark and he released the criminal. When the
prisoner left his cell called “oblivion chamber”, he was blinded by strong
sunshine. It is believed that heaven did not approve his being released.
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The present state

At present the castle houses the Museum of Warmia, a branch of the
Museum of Warmia and Mazury in Olsztyn. The castle chambers pro-
vide an excellent architectural and visual background for permanent
and temporary exhibitions, such as Medieval art in Warmia and Teuto-
nic Prussia, Outstanding residents at Lidzbark Castle, Russian icons of
the 17th - 20th century, Castle military collection.
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The Castle in Baranéw Sandomierski
16th century

Origins and Historical background

The Castle was erected at the end of the 16th century in the place of a
medieval fortified knightly manor. In the 15th century the Baranow-
ski manor belonged to the noble Baranowski family. At the turn of the
16th century, the family Gérka from Greater Poland became the owner
of Baranéw. In 1569, Stanistaw Gérka sold the Baranowski property to
Rafal Leszczyriski. The Castle in Baranéw Sandomierski was handed
over from one family to another. Families: Wisniowiecki, Sanguszko,
Lubomirski, Malachowski, Potocki and Krasicki became owners suc-
cessively. In 1867, the Baranowski property was auctioned off to Feliks
Dolasiski. Then Stanistaw Dolaniski inherited the castle and he restored
it after its destruction in a fire of 1898.The Castle remained in the hands
of the Dolanski family until the Second World War. After the destruc-
tion the structure underwent during the Second World War, the Castle
was rebuilt and restored during the years 1959-1969, under the supervi-
sion of Professor Alfred Majewski. In 1997 the company Siarkopol was
given the castle and then the castle renovation started.

Architecture and structure

With its magnificent architecture modelled after the Royal Wawel Ca-
stle, “Little Wawel” was most probably designed by the Italian architect
and sculptor Santi Gucci. Erected by the Leszczyriski family, the unique
Castle in Baranéw Sandomierski is a three-storey building with a rec-
tangular footprint. At its corners stand four round towers, and a rectan-
gular tower protrudes from the center of the front facade. Three residen-
tial sections, on the north, east and west sides of the Castle, as well as a
screen wall on the south, embrace the internal courtyard surrounded by
beautiful two-storey cloisters. The interior of the Castle was decorated
by Giovanni Battista Falconi and Tylman van Gameren. After the fire
in 1898, some changes were made in the room layout under the direc-
tion of the Cracovian architect Tadeusz Stryjeriski.
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The Castle in Baranéw Sandomierski
16th century

At that time, among other changes, the secession Chapel was located in
the corner chamber on the ground floor. The Chapel was decorated with
the impressive stained-glass windows made by Jézef Mehoffer as well as
the altar with the exceptional painting by Jacek Malczewski “Immacu-

late Mother of God”.
A legend about knight Jakszyc

When there was only a small wooden defensive building in Barandw, its
owner called Jakszyc planned to build a bigger place to live in. As there
were not many people living nearby and because he was a mean man,
he sent his men to a distant region of Warmia to bring some captives to
work for him. When the captives were brought and started working for
Jakszyc, he noticed a beautiful young woman among them. Her name
was Auelia. Jakszyc started to treat her better than the others and after
some time he proposed to her. She rejected him, which made him furio-
us. As a punishment, Auelia was beaten and deprived of food. The wo-
man encouraged her companions to escape and teach Jakszyc a lesson.
One day they did manage to run away and they took Jakszyc with them.
They made him work hard for them in a town in Warmia. Gradually he
changed for the better. When he was released and returned to Baranéw,
he never hurt or mistreated anyone again.

A legend about saving the castle against a Swedish attack

At Christmas during Swedish Deluge, Rafal Leszczyniski who was the
castle owner set off with some food and gifts to Czarniecki’s camp near
the river San. His daughter and some servants stayed in the castle and
were preparing the supper. Suddenly someone exclaimed:”The Swedes
are coming!” Soon inhabitants of Baranéw came running to the castle
to find shelter there. The young girl ordered to lock the gate and went to
the chapel in the tower. There she started to pray in front of a painting
of the Holy Virgin.
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When the Swedish soldiers started to storm the castle, she ordered to
open the door to a secret passage between the castle and the town of
Sandomierz. The people went to the dungeon and she returned to the
chapel to pray. Suddenly she saw a black cloud and a volley of stones fell
on the Swedes and made them escape. The inhabitants of the castle and
Baranéw were saved. During Midnight Mass everyone thanked God
and Our Lady for help. Those who were standing close to Leszczyniski’s
daughter claimed they saw a mysterious cloud around her. It disappe-
ared after the mass.

The present state

Since 1997 the Castle and Park Complex has belonged to the Agencja
Rozwoju Przemystu S.A. in Warsaw. The castle is a world-class monu-
ment which has drawn tourists to its museum where one can see hi-
storical interiors and beautiful architecture. There is also a hotel where
guests will find elegant suites with period furnishings. Businesspeople
can find there an interesting location for the organization of trainings,
conferences or private meetings. Professionally-equipped halls may serve
from 14 to 120 attendees.

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Krzyztopér Castle
16th century

Origins and Historical background

Krzyztopor is a castle located in the village of Ujazd in southern Poland.
It was originally built by a Polish nobleman and Voivode of Sandomierz,
Krzysztof Ossoliniski (1587-1645). In 1655 the castle was partially de-
stroyed during the Swedish invasion known as The Deluge. Then, in
1770 during the Bar Confederacy it was reduced to ruin by the Rus-
sians. It is not known when exactly the construction of this impressive
fortress began. Krzysztof Ossoliniski’s father, Jan Zbigniew Ossolinski,
gave him the village of Ujazd in 1619. However, the first documented
proof of the construction of the castle comes from 1627, when it was yet
incomplete. The nobleman probably finished it in 1644, having spent
the gigantic sum of 30 million Polish zlotys on the work. Unfortunately,
Ossoliriski did not enjoy it for long, as he died suddenly the next year in
Krakéw. The castle was inherited by Ossoliniski’s son Krzysztof Baldwin
Ossolinski, who died in 1649 in the Battle of Zboréw. After his death,
the formidable complex was purchased by the family of the Denhoffs,
then by the Kalinowskis. In 1655, during the Swedish invasion of Po-
land, the castle was captured by the Swedes, who occupied it until 1657,
pillaging the entire complex. The damage to the structure was so exten-
sive that after the Swedes” withdrawal it was not rebuilt as it was deemed
too costly. Several noble families (the Morsztyns, the Wisniowieckis
and the Pacs) lived in the best preserved western wing, but the castle
otherwise remained in ruins. In 1770, during the Bar Confederation,
Krzyztopér, defended by the Confederate units, was seized by the Rus-
sians, who continued ruining the building. The last known inhabitant
of the complex, Stanistaw Soltyk, lived there in the years 1782-1787.
Afterwards the castle was deserted. During the Second World War the
complex was ransacked again. A partial remodelling took place in 1971,
and in 1980 the Polish Ministry of Internal Affairs decided to rebuild
it for use as a rest area for officers. This work was halted in 1981, when
martial law was imposed in Poland.

Krzyztopér Castle
16th century

Architecture and structure

Even though extensive research has been carried out through the years,
historians have been unable to fully explain all aspects of the complex.
No documents have been preserved that have enabled determination
of the either the date of commencement of the castle’s construction or
the date of its completion. The name of the architect is also unknown.
Krzysztof Ossoliriski was enamored with black magic. While the unique
symmetry of the castle is evident even in its ruined state, the hidden
meanings that may have been incorporated into virtually every part of
the castle are not obvious. The very name of the complex is a myste-
rious one. Krzysztof Ossoliriski officially named it Krzysztofory, which
is derived from Latin word Christophoros. Later, the name changed to
Krzyztopér, which is a compound of two Polish words — krzyz (“cross”, a
symbol of the Catholic faith and Ossoliriski’s policies) and topér (“axe”,
the charge from the family’s coat of arms). Both symbols can be seen
on the gate of the castle. Also, above the gate there is the date 1631,
but it is still not known what this date refers to. The castle, built by a
Swiss engineer Wawrzyniec (Lawrence) Senes (probably born in Sent,
Switzerland), is a typical example of the so-called “palazzo in fortezza”
— an intermingling of both a palace and a fortress. The total size of the
complex is 1.3 hectares; the length of perimeter walls is 700 meters; the
total area of all interior rooms is around 70 000 square meters. The basic
design was based on the palace of Cardinal Alexander Farnese, located
in the Italian village of Caprarola. Reportedly, the castle once had 365
windows (as many as days of the year), 52 rooms (as many as weeks of
the year) and 12 ballrooms (as many as months of the year). For defen-
sive purposes, the castle was erected upon a rocky hill, making it impos-
sible for an enemy to organize an underground attack. Krzyztopé6r was
furnished with amenities that were rarely seen in the 17th century, such
as ventilation and heating system, and unique waterworks that provided
all rooms with fresh water.
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Allegedly, the ceiling in one of dining rooms was made up of an aqu-
arium containing exotic fish. Additionally, a system of dumbwaiters car-
ried food from pantries to the upper floors.

A legend about a White Lady

According to the legend a White Lady - a cousin of Krzysztof Osso-
linski - appears in the castle. When this happens nothing good can be
expected. The apparition is doomed to bring bad luck and misfortune.
The White Lady is believed to have fallen in unrequited love and as a
result became a wicked and embittered woman. As the legend goes, she
used to have a dog capable of recognizing good and bad people. When
the dog barked it meant that the person was evil. In such a case the cul-
prit would be taken to prison and killed immediately. With time, howe-
ver, there came along a knight who outsmarted the Lady and her canine
friend. No sooner had he appeared in the doorway than he slew the dog
and the Lady, still before she managed to raise the alarm and call in
the guards. Since then the Lady has continued her ghostly visitations in
what came to be known as the haunted castle.

The present state

The castle, without convenient proximity to main roads and rail connec-
tions, is visited by relatively few tourists. However, as walls, bastions and
moat are relatively well-preserved, its magnitude is still very impressive.
Though it is regarded as a permanent ruin, since around 90 percent of
the walls have been preserved, reconstruction has been planned several
times. Currently, efforts have been underway to roof the entire complex.
However, this ambitious project lacks sufficient funding. A knights’ to-
urnament is organized there to commemorate the Ossolinski family, the
castle’s founders.
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The Castle in Janowiec
16th century

Origins and Historical background

A defensive castle in Janowiec was built on a high cliff facing the Vistula
river in years 1508-1526. It was founded by Nicholas Firlej, a represen-
tative of one of the most powerful and influential families in Poland in
the sixteenth century. It has a fortification with the features of Gothic
and Renaissance. In years 1565-1585 the reconstruction of the complex
took place converting its style to the mannerist construction. The works
were supervised by the most outstanding architect of that style, Santi
Gucci. At the beginning of 17th century the castle was taken over by
the Tarlo family who added two towers — the eastern and the western.
In 1656 the building was burnt and destroyed during the Swedish in-
vasion. It was only in the middle of the 18th century that the residence
was reconstructed and extended in the baroque classicism by its new
owners — the Lubomirski family. The supervising architect was Tylman
from Gameren. At the same time some new buildings appeared (a kit-
chen and rooms for servants). The time when the castle belonged to Lu-
bomirski family was the time of great splendour for the castle. The fol-
lowing owners were unable to maintain such a grand complex and as a
result they sold all the furnishing and the castle went into ruin. Its walls
provided building material. Since 1975 the castle has been gradually re-
novated and restored.

Architecture and structure

The castle in Janowiec is a monumental defensive building situated on
a high cliff facing the grand valley of the Vistula river. It was built on
general polygons’ plan measuring 121m x 71 m, customized to the terra-
in. The material was the local lumber -chalk epochs implemented with
brick and ornamented with red and white stripes in the gateway. The
castle is a two-storey building with an attic. Only the eastern wing is
a four-storey structure with a cloister facing the courtyard. The inner
courtyard is divided in the middle by an arcaded wall.
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On the western side there is a chapel built on the plan of the square.
There is a moat outside the gateway building, and there are bastions in
the eastern corner and two round towers ( northern and southern ) built
for defensive and residential purposes. These elements are connected by
the walls called “curtain walls”. Today the castle is in the state of ruin.
There is evidence that the most eminent architects of those times - the
Italian Santi Gucci Fiorentino, and the Dutchman Tylman from Game-
ren worked for the castle owners.

A legend about unhappy Helena

Helena Lubomirska, who was a daughter of the castle owners, fell in
love with a young man from a lower social class. Her parents totally di-
sapproved of her plans to marry him. They locked her in a castle room.
In despair, she jumped out of the window and killed herself. Her body
was put into a glass coffin and she was buried in nearby Kazimierz. Eve-
ry night her ghost returned to Janowiec and visited her parents’ bedro-
om. Her parents moved her coffin to Janowiec hoping it would let their
daughter rest in peace. She was buried in the local church. It is said that
Helena’s ghost can still be seen walking around the castle.

A legend about a roasted cook

There was a very talented cook in the castle. He made delicious meals
for the Lubomirski family but he used to harass the ones he worked. He
would beat and scold them, deprive them of food and punish them in
various ways. All his helpers hated him. One day they killed the cook
and roasted him for their lord instead of beef meat. Then they escaped
from the castle. They were never punished for the crime because no-one
managed to find them.

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The present state

The innovatory restoration project embarked upon in 1988 envisaged le-
aving substantial parts of the Castle in permanent ruin. The reconstruc-
tion of the other areas of the Castle involved meticulous re-creation of
architectural detail as well as - for the first time ever - of colours used on
the Castle walls, in particular with regard to the colourful stripes and
figures of halberdiers on the gates and on the western wing. This unco-
nventional approach of the restorers has elicited response ranging from
admiration to condemnation, but has nevertheless made the Janowiec
Castle truly worth visiting. The restored interiors house exhibitions tel-
ling the history of the Castle, of its renovation and of the development
of the art of defence. A few rooms have been decorated and furnished as
they would have been in the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries, and
these form the Castle Interiors Museum. The sixteen hectare [forty acre]
park surrounding the Castle is also home to the Open Air Architecture
Museum with manor and farm buildings moved here from the area of
Lublin. Visitors may see a wooden Baroque manor house from 1760, a
granary, a depository, a coach station and an administration building.
The reconstructed interiors of the manor house include a hall, drawing
room, dining room, landlady’s and landlord’s rooms, and a library. The-
re is a garden, a driveway with a flower bed, walking paths, an entrance
gate with the porter’s lodge,
and a chapel. The granary ho-
uses an ethnographical exhi-
bition showing household
equipment, folk costumes,
and crafts.
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
